A. INTRODUCTION AND FUNDING SITUATION

BACKGROUND

The Agreement between the United Nations (UN) dred Royal Government of
Cambodia (RGC) concerning the Prosecution under Gaenbodian Law of Crimes
committed during the Period of Democratic Kampuchaa signed on 6 June 2003.

The purpose of the above Agreement is to regutegedoperation between the UN
and the RGC in bringing to trial senior leadersDeimocratic Kampuchea and those who
were most responsible for the crimes and seriootatons of Cambodian penal laws,
international humanitarian law and custom, andrir@®onal conventions recognized by
Cambodia, that were committed during the periothfc@ April 1975 to 6 January 1979. The
Agreement provides, inter alia, the legal basis #@dprinciples and modalities for such
cooperation. The Law on the Establishment of thidexdinary Chambers in the Courts of
Cambodia (ECCC) was adopted in late 2003 and andeindiate 2004 by the Cambodian
legislatures.

With a view to move forward the ECCC operation2@®6 and to spell out the clear
responsibilities to be undertaken by the UN and R@G Supplementary Agreements on (i)
Facilities, Utilities and Other Services and (idf€ty and Security ancillary to the main
Agreement were concluded in December 2005 anddiigaed by both parties in March 2006.
These documents completed the planned legal frankelwetween then UN and RGC
regarding the start-up of the ECCC operations.

Il BUDGETARY COMMITMENT UNDER THE _ECCC PROCESS

After the signing of the main Agreement in June 200 took more than one year
starting from October 2003 until late December,200til the UN and RGC agreed upon the
budgetary requirements for the ECCC three-yearatipes. The total budget wakS$ 56.30
million of which the budgetary allocation under the UNrehaasUS$ 43 million and
remaining amount dS$ 13.3 millionwas allocated under the Cambodian share. The fund
under the United Nations (that has been almosy fulbscribed) is to be managed by the
Unite Nations Assistance to the Khmer Rouge Trib(dBAKRT) while certain parts of the
Cambodian fund (which still lacks a considerablgportion) are to be jointly managed by the
UNDP Office in Phnom Penh and the ECCC itself.
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Following the result of final negotiations betwette UN Technical Assessment
Mission and Royal Government Task Force that tolakepin December, 2005, the two
parties agreed to begin the start-up phase of @@Eprocess in early February, 2006. With
respect to the budgetary shortfalld$$ 9.60 millionunder the Cambodian share, the UN
explored the possibility of using the original fubalance ofJS$ 6.80 millionbelonging to
the Cambodia Trust Fund (KCA) and the Trust Fundtie Repatriation of the Cambodian
Refugees and Displaced Persons (CJA) availabledtiNHQ accounts since 1990-1993, in
order to support the deficit balance of the Caméodhare of the budget.

1. FUND STATUS AND RECEIPTS BY FINANCING DONORS

1. UN Trust Fund:

The total fund balance under the KCA and CJA wiaigime from contributions of 32
countries was US$ 6.80 million. The UN requeste@agent in principle from the member
states who have had prorated share of funds bsféraed to finance a project to be jointly
administered by the UN Department of Economic amciéd Affairs (UN/DESA) and UNDP
Office in Phnom Penh in order to support the Candrodhare of the budget in funding the
ECCC operations. Except for three countries, aked in principle to transfer their prorated
shares of the fund balance amounting to US$ 5.0ibmi

To enable the above funds be disbursed, a Pr8jaqtosal including a detailed
breakdown of expenditure by years was preparetid¥ECCC Office of Administration and
then submitted in early June 2006 to the UN/DES@ E@NDP for final review and approval.
As a result, the Agreement on the Special SupgddtieoCambodian Side of the Budget for
the Extraordinary Chambers in the Courts of Camdoodis signed on 14 June 2006 between
the UNDP and Royal Government of Cambodia. Fromtaited fund of US$ 5.07 million,
only US$ 4.70 million was eligible for disbursemeastthe balance of US$ 0.37 million was
allocated for the UN/DESA and UNDP support costadminister the fund.

The UN/DESA and UNDP Office confirmed in late Juared November, 2007 that
additional funds of US$ 277,810 were availablelierbudgetary allocation in 2008, of which
the amount of US$ 59,620 was a contribution from @&overnment of Germany while the
balance of US$ 218,190 was generated from intelgstg 2006. Thus, the total UN Trust
Fund has increased up to US$ 5,346,433 of whiclligteursable amount is US$ 4,945,811
and the balance of US$ 400,622 is the UN/DESA aN®P Support Costs.

As of December 31, 2007 the amount of US$ 3,5856/8ding 72% of the total
disbursable allocation of US$ 4.95 million has b&emsferred from the UNDP account to
the ECCC/UNTF account opened at the National Bdrikamnbodia (NBC).

2. Government Counterpart Fund:

The Royal Government of Cambodia contributed antapart fund of US$ 1.52
million for the ECCC three (3)-year operation. Thiad is to be used for specific purposes as
agreed upon between the Royal Government of Caralzodi the United Nations, such as (i)
Component 4 includes the bus services for all EGE(ifs both national and international
employees for the amount of US$ 0.17 million; @mponent 5 (Operating Expenses)
consists of cleaning services; electricity consuamptwater consumption and the network
amounting to US$ 1.32 million; and (iii) ComponéntHospitality Costs) comprises costs of
signing ceremonies, and other protocol expensdstiv total amount of US$ 0.03 million

By December 31, 2007, the total amount of US$ 1,818 equivalent to 66% of the
committed fund has been transferred from the Minist Economy and Finance to the ECCC
account.

3. European Commission Fund:

The European Commission contributed the amoutS$f 1.20 million to support the
Cambodian share of the budget. According to thearkimg Agreement signed on 28
December 2005, between the EC and UNDP, the alnonvei$ to be managed on its behalf by
the UNDP Office in Phnom Penh.

The above-mentioned fund was also covered by gregiment on the Special Support
of the Cambodian Side of the Budget for the Extta@mry Chambers in the Courts of
Cambodia signed on 14 June 2006 between the UNDIPR&IC. Out of total fund of
US$ 1.20 million, only the amount of US$ 1.12 noilliwas disbursable and the remaining
balance of US$ 0.08 million was reserved for UNDPort costs.

The disbursement to be made from the EC fund veasaked specifically for
Component 1 (Staffing Costs), which includes sataaf the Cambodian judges, prosecutors,
deputy prosecutors, senior legal and judicial efficand legal support staff operating at the
Trial and Appeal Chambers of the ECCC.

As of December 31, 2007, the amount of US$ 796rBillion being 72% of the total
disbursable amount of US$ 1.12 million has beemsfexred from the UNDP account to one
of the ECCC accounts-EC account.

4. Indian Grant:

The Government of India contributed US$ 1 millitmthe support of the ECCC
operation of which US$ 626,560 was allocated to fanent 1-Staffing Cost, and the other
US$ 373,440 to Component 3-Premises Alterations.

Since January 2006, the total amount of US$ lionilvas already transferred to the
ECCC account at NBC. The above fund has been masglg as planned for the ECCC's first
year operational expenses.

5. Thai Grant:

The Royal Government of Thailand contributed US%331.00 for the ECCC
operation to be used specifically under Componeirednises Alterations, i.e. the
landscaping and gardening in the ECCC compoundag¢ased with Royal Embassy of
Thailand in Phnom Penh on 24 April 2007). Since udayn 2006, the total amount of
US$ 24,331 was already transferred to the ECCCuatci NBC.

6. German Grant:

During the first meeting of the Friends of the ECthat took place on 12 June 2006,
the Government of Germany declared that its shHdus8 57,000 in the remaining balance of
the UN Trust Fund had been approved in principlbgaised for supporting the remaining
deficit in the Cambodian share of the budget.

In response to the official letter of the Govermmef the Federal Republic of
Germany dated 14 June 2006, that approved thefgramisthe above-mentioned balance to
the Cambodian share of the budget, the UN Depaittmeikconomic and Social Affairs
(DESA) agreed on 20 November 2006 to release theeatemaining fund to the overall UN
trust fund managed by the UNDP account in Phnonin PEmus, the above German grant will
be accounted and reported under the UN trust flinel total amount of US$ 59,620 including
earned interest was confirmed by the UN/DESA ineJ2007.
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7. Japan Non-Project Grant Aid:

During the second meeting of the Friends of th€EQeld on 13 August 2006, the
representative of the Embassy of Japan, who caathdine above meeting, expressed his
Government’s willingness to provide three pre-fedied units to be used as the initial
detention facility in response to an appeal byERC Office of Administration. The total
estimated costs to cover the above goods to bertegbdrom Thailand amounting to
US$ 45,000 was funded by the Japan Non-Project tGkah (JNPGA) available at the
Ministry of Economy and Finance (MEF).

The reason for urgent need for such detentiorlitiaevas to ensure support for
smooth and prompt judicial investigation by the Rresecutors and Co-Investigating Judges.
While responding to such urgent needs, the qualitgt the conformity to international
standards of the facility also had to be ensured.

In accordance with routine procedures for accesieglapan NPGA, the Project
proposal including its estimated costs was sern2 biseptember 2006 to the MEF and the
latter forwarded it to the Embassy of Japan foraygl. The above request was approved by
the Government of Japan on 18 October 2006. Iy &etember 2006, the request for the
above fund transfer of US$ 45,000 was sent to t&& M order to make direct payment to the
contractor who had supplied and installed the algmarls to the Office of Administration
since 20 November 2006.

On 29 December 2006 the above amount of US$ 45)@G0transferred from the
MEF to the contractor’'s account in Bangkok, Thailahus, no balance remained at the
ECCC account.

8. Netherlands Grant:

During the second meeting of the Friends of the EG€ld on 31 August 2006, the
Embassy of Netherlands announced that it woulavetfie ECCC Office of Administration to
use its remaining grant of US$ 13,108 availablgatUNDP to conduct training in order to
enhance the skill sets of a pool of legal integmetind translators of the ECCC. The above
training was completed in November 2006.

The above fund was managed by the UNDP, thus, midsfwere transferred from the
UNDP to the ECCC account. Upon the completion aining, UNDP confirmed in early
2007 that the amount of US$ 9,387.53 was only dgdali and the summary of above
expenditures was sent to the ECCC for booking tiéosystem and for information. In late
November, 2007, the UNDP Office informed the EC@®aining balance of US$ 3,720.47
has been transferred to the UNTF.

9. New Zealand and Switzerland:

The Governments of New Zealand and Switzerlarabiin the International Institute
for Criminal Investigation (IICI) funded the amouaf US$ 2,720 to finance an ECCC
activity in training 121 judicial police officerstvo will provide investigative support to the
ECCC Offices of Co-Prosecutors and Co-Investigaingdges.

Based on the successful result of the above trgitiie Governments of New Zealand
and Switzerland through the International Institisie Criminal Investigation (IICI) funded
another training course for all international arational staff who work at the Offices of
Co-Prosecutors and Co-Investigating Judges fror@ 8giril 2007.

The main purpose of the training was to (i) equivrinvestigators with necessary
investigation skills; (ii) consolidate and fine &uthe skills of knowledge of previously trained
investigators; and make best use of previous trgiim light of new developments of the
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ECCC. The training courses covered both the pradied thematic sessions, sequenced with
case file discussions, managing investigation,eadience, coloured by international tribunal
experiences and sanitized interviews and a crine@es@racticum with regard to Khmer
Rouge cases vis-a-vis those in Rwanda and Yuga@slavi

Other Donors:

The original shortfall of US$ 4.96 million unddret Cambodian share to be used
during the third () year of ECCC operations still needs to be modiliz This is planned to
be expended under Component 1 (Staffing Costs) thhélamount of US$ 4.44 million and
remaining balance of US$ 0.52 million will be foo@ponent 3 (Premises Alteration).

Thanks to additional disbursable funding from th¢ Ttust Fund of US$ 249,760, as
of December 31, 2007, the financial commitment uride Cambodian share of the budget
has still a shortfall of about US$ 4.71 million,@esented below. So far, there has been no
additional financial commitment made from other aiato fill the above gap.

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B. OVERALL ACTIVITY PROGRESSREPORT

The Office of Administration (OA) organized on 26ne 2007 a Management Retreat
with participation from both national and intermatal judicial officers and chiefs of
sections. The main purposes of this retreat wedewelop the OA Mission Statement; to set
up the Milestones for the period from June 2003ue 2008; and to establish and develop
Tasks Lists from each section.

“The mission of the Office of Administration is opsort and facilitate the judicial
process through effective, efficient and coordidgteovision of servicésvas endorsed by
the participants, who identified and the followiinge Milestonesfor the period of June 2007
—June 2008:

(1) Introductory Submission by the Co-Prosecutors

(2)a. Commencement of the first judicial investigas process

(2)b. On-going preliminary investigations

(2)c. Suspects in detention

(3) Pre-Trial Chamber operational

(4) Completion of the first judicial investigatiopsocess

(5) First trial

To that end, the OA was required to perform thiécalitasks in order to support these
milestones through (i) support to Rules and ProeedCommittee and Judicial
Administration Committees; (ii) IT support to Pretdl Chamber Judges; (iii) coordination in
the finalization of Internal Rules for each offi@d (iv) provision of a regular coordination
mechanism with judicial officers as well as betwéssn Cambodian and international side of
the Office of Administration.

The following is a summary of the progress by eaidhe judiciary offices and OA sections.
1. OFFICE OF THE CO-PROSECUTORS

1.1.  Adoption of the Internal Rules

The OCP actively participated in the process ofiifadting of the Internal Rules (IRS)
culminating in their adoption by the second judipi@nary on 12 June 2007. Subsequently, it
has made comprehensive suggestions to the Rulethari®focedure Committee (RPC) for
further amendments to the IRs based on experiesoedin their implementation.

1.2.  Preliminary Investigation and the First Introductory Submission

Within a month of the promulgation of the IRs, BEP filed its first Introductory
Submission in the Office of Co-Investigating Jud{@€1J). This submission represented the
result of preliminary investigations conducted wiitle assistance of the Cambodian national
police during a number of months prior to its fginThe OCP submitted that the factual
allegations in the submission constituted crimesreg humanity, genocide, grave breaches
of the Geneva Conventions, homicide, torture atidiogis persecution, and identified five
suspects who allegedly committed, aided, abetteldooe superior responsibility for those
crimes.

Along with the submission, the OCP transmitted mtran 1,000 documents
constituting over 14,000 pages, including thirdtyatatements and/or written record of over
350 witnesses, a list of 40 other potential witeesgshousands of pages of Democratic
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Kampuchea-era documentation and the locations @f 49 undisturbed mass graves. These
documents were digitised and indexed in a database.

1.3. Subsequent Legal Work Undertaken

All the suspects named in the Introductory Subroisdiave subsequently been
arrested, charged and detained by the judicialnsrgd the ECCC. With these arrests, the
judicial activity of the court has increased coesably. Many hearings have taken place in
the cases of these five suspects: Kaing Guek &as(Duch), Nuon Chea, leng Sary, leng
Thirith and Khieu Samphan, including their initiappearances, detention hearings and
ongoing interviews. Appellate hearings took plaefobke the Pre-Trial Chamber in November
2007 on an appeal by Duch against an order of piaval detention by the Co-Investigating
Judges.

The OCP actively participated in all these heariagsl filed legal and factual
pleadings in support of its submissions.

1.4. Analytical Work

After the filing of the first Introductory Submissi, the OCP has continued to
discharge its investigative mandate by gatherirdyamalysing evidence in order to develop
its case for the matters in this first Introduct@ybmission, and to identify further criminal
acts and potential suspects for any Supplementayhlisequent Introductory Submission.

1.5.  Victim Complaints

The OCP reviewed, analysed and processed mored®@rcivil complaints from
victims of the Khmer Rouge. It forwarded to the I®Ghrough the Victims Unit, more than
170 requests for status as a Civil Party.

1.6. Capacity Building

The OCP currently employs 35 national and inteomati staff members working in
various capacities including as prosecutors, ingatirs, analysts, information management
personnel, and interpreters. Besides, it has aedépinternational and 4 Cambodian interns
to assist in the performance of its mandate. Rggdrdinee judges from the Royal School of
Magistracy have been seconded to the OCP for s&rontinternships on a rotating basis.

As part of an ongoing exercise to build the capadiftits staff, the OCP organized a
week-long training course in international crimiralv in August 2007. The program,
coordinated by the East West Center, Hawaii angaued by the government of the United
Kingdom, brought together world-renowned expertshis field and provided an excellent
opportunity to members of this office to receivatstof-the-art instruction and advice on
substantive and procedural aspects of internationaiinal law, tailored to the unique
requirements of the ECCC. It also provided a rtandardised capacity building opportunity
for this office, which, by its very constitutionas staff with varied educational, jurisdictional
and professional backgrounds.

In addition, the OCP has regularly organised indeotraining in case management
technology and other relevant issues for its staff interns.

1.7. Advanced Case Management Technological Aids

The OCP uses the innovative case management sefBaaeMagfor maintaining its
documents and recordSaseMapis a case analysis tool that makes it easy tonisgaand
explore the facts, the persons (such as suspedtsesses and victims) and the issues
involved in the case. This has become an indigi#egool in large-scale and complex
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criminal prosecutions in almost all the major inggfonal criminal tribunals.

The OCP also uses the advanced and easily seachabhAB information and
document management software and@ase Matrixsoftware for legal research, provided
and customised for the ECCC (including a Khmer Od& interface) by the Norwegian
Centre for Human Rights.

1.8.  Participation in Judicial Administration Committee

The OCP has participated in all the meetings of Joeicial Administration
Committee (JAC). This body advises and guides tlice of the Administration of
administrative and judicial activities of the courfhe OCP made suggestions for
improvement, as appropriate.

1.9.  Fourth Colloquium of International Prosecutors

The entire OCP was involved in the preparation arghnisation of the two day
colloquium of chief prosecutors of permanent, inétional and hybrid tribunals on 7-8
November 2007. The event included an open rourid thbcussion that aroused considerable
interest in the general public and the media.

1.10. Outreach

The OCP, along with representatives of other orgahghe ECCC, regularly
participated in outreach program in Phnom Penhlaagrovinces in which a large number of
the members of the public, civil society, media,angbarticular, victims of the Khmer Rouge
participated. These events have been widely reppantéhe print and electronic media.

1.11. External Contact and Assistance

The OCP established professional linkages with &favSorbonne, Geneva, Case
Western Reserve, New England, Montpellier Univarsétcto seek their assistance on legal
issues arising out of the proceedings before the EC

1.12. Prosecutorial Best Practices

The OCP is actively participating in the workinggp constituted by the International
Criminal Court with representatives from other intgional criminal tribunals to evolve a
best practices manual for international prosecutors

2. OFFICE OF THE CO-INVESTIGATING JUDGES

2.1.  Pre-First Introductory Submission

During the first six months of 2007 and prior tae theceipt of the Introductory
Submission in July 2007, the OCIJ Judges and |sgdf were heavily involved in the
development, drafting, discussion and translatibthe Internal Rules (“IRs”) of the ECCC
and therefore devoted much time to the preparatiothe numerous Review Committee
meetings as well as the Plenary Sessions leaditigetBules final adoption in June 2007. At
the same time, OCIJ Legal team also began deveagsrnwork on the elements of crimes
falling within the ECCC'’s jurisdiction. In additiorthe team commenced the drafting of
Practice Directions on Filing of Documents, Victirarticipation and Protective Measures for
submission to the RPC as well as the OCIJ inteddahinistrative Regulations. This work
included developing the numerous forms and modetgiired for OCIJ procedures. In
preparation for the delivery of the Co-Prosecutatsoductory Submission, the legal team
re-structured into two distinct legal teams: one teabe responsible for the investigations and
the other for procedural motions and questionseéuitment programme for legal interns
was developed, with the first interns arriving ipri 2007.
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A dedicated pool of OCIJ translators was put irceland OCIJ interpreters were
employed: in the first half of 2007 they contribditggnificantly to the translation work on the
IRs, the UNAKRT website, a tri-lingual ECCC glossaf terms (to ensure accurate and
consistent use of legal terminology within the EG@@d to other ECCC-wide translation
issues including transliteration matters.

Much preparatory training was provided and attendgdOCIJ staff including on
investigation techniques and field work; on theragien of the judicial police; on Case Map,
Case Matrix and other analytical tools; and onldav judicial investigation procedures.
Various protocols and guidelines were developed dwraited (including on information
management and witness interviewing procedures) sewkeral expert reports were
commissioned (including on the logistical requiretsefor forensic excavation of mass
graves). Investigators examined available evidermesidered to be of key importance,
including conducting a detailed six-month full-tiraesessment of the audio/visual archives
and documents at DC-Cam and Bophana for later tigag®n use. Standard Operational
Procedures (SOPs) for field operations were deeelophe first national analyst data coders
arrived in May 2007, with more experienced inteioral Analysts being recruited on
temporary contracts by mid-2007.

2.2.  Following the First Introductory Submission

Following the first Introductory Submission, the D@dapted its structure and work
plan to respond effectively: a preliminary judicialestigation strategy was developed, the
Greffiers prepared for the receipt of evidentiaatenial, the investigators/analysts worked on
prioritised evidence and the legal team made prdpas legal issues.

The first suspect, Duch, was brought to the ECCLrentified of the charges of crimes
against humanity retained against him (later supptged in October 2007 with war crimes)
and was detained by order of the Co-Investigatumdgds. It was decided that the judicial
investigation of the alleged crimes attributed tach in connection with the S21 detention
centre should be brought to a close to the extasgiple during the first half of 2008 rendering
it necessary to separate (in September 2007) testigation of the Duch case (case file No.
001/18-07-2007-ECCC/OCIJ) from the additional irtigegions concerning the other alleged
crimes referred to in the Introductory Submissioncase file  No.
002/19-09-2007-ECCC/OCIJ).

A public hearing of the Pre-Trial Chamber took plan the appeal by Duch against
the provisional detention order against him andappeal was later dismissed. The OCIJ
investigators selected and interviewed key witnessed performed several other
investigative acts and the Co-Investigating Judgésrviewed the charged person on a
number of occasions: legal and analyst staff hasenbanalysing the minutes of those
interviews. Further investigative steps are plarioe@arly 2008.

As to the second case file, investigative, lega analytical ground work led to the
arrest, on 19 September 2007, of Nuon Chea. Héoveaght to the ECCC facilities, charged
with crimes against humanity and war crimes andgaan provisional detention by order of
the Co-Investigating Judges. Pursuant to medicainéxations, the Co-Investigating Judges
concluded that his health was not incompatible vd#tention and questioning. Further
intensive investigative and legal work led to theest on 12 and 19 November of three other
suspects. Khieu Samphan and leng Sary were chaigfedrimes against humanity and war
crimes, and leng Thirith with crimes against hurharfrollowing adversarial hearings, each
was placed in provisional detention. A significatmber of field investigations, including
with key witnesses, as well as interviews of ChdrBersons have taken place in December
2007. Further investigative steps for 2008 haven pd@nned.
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Apart from legal support work concerning the abaveests and detentions, in the
second half of 2007 the legal team advanced sagmfly on key legal issues and its
cooperation with Harvard Law School on complex legeestions will soon bear fruit with the
latter reporting (mainly, on elements of crimesie of individual criminal responsibility and
related questions) in December 2007/January 2008.8gal team has continued other legal
research and legal analysis of the evidence afrihees alleged, whilst carrying on increasing
procedural and legal administrative tasks. Corredponce and motions from the parties
increased towards the end of 2007: with the recenstitution of all five defence teams, this
is expected to significantly increase in early 2008

Detailed proposals to amend the IRs and Practicecions were also submitted to the
Rules Committee in November 2007. Prior to thevatin mid-November 2007 of the Deputy
Head of the Victims Unit, OCIJ legal staff and Giezs also invested a significant amount of
time with victim enquiries and applications for f@pation (including outreach meetings)
and with the drafting of relevant legal documeMsich OCIJ legal staff time has also been
spent on experts and witness issues pending tleerapyent of a Head of the Witness/Experts
Support Unit.

Following the establishment of an arrangement betwke OCIJ and the Office of the
Administration, both case files were moved to ac8mally equipped room, managed and
controlled by CMS. CMS took up the role foreseed dalegated to it of administering the
case file via the Case File Officer. While the ilwement of CMS has improved efficiency
significantly, it required much initial OCIJ assiate and will continue to require input from
OCIJ staff until the CMS Chief post is definitivdliled in early 2008.

The legal resources of the office have increase2DBV with the L5 Senior Judicial
Coordinator joining the OCIJ in October 2007: sheries out management, coordination,
legal and judicial support duties. Four legal pagtse advertised in November 2007 which
will amount to a net increase in legal posts (tv@s)Lin early 2008. The OCIJ relies heavily on
the legal support of 6/7 interns and new intermuigs for January 2008 have been selected.

Pursuant to instructions from the Co-Investigatihugiges on both case files, field
investigations throughout Cambodia were steppethupe second half of 2007. Given the
increased number of witness interviews, field itigedive methods have been revised to
ensure more effective coordination and consistefiog.material back-up for the missions has
improved, but there remain difficulties notably wtee investigation requires multiple teams
in the field. Numerous Rogatory Letters have besivered by the Co-Investigating Judges to
the investigators for field investigations into sifie crime sites named in the introductory
submission, on the basis of pre-established piesrit

In the latter part of 2007, the analysts’ work logldo increased in line with the
growing investigative and legal work of the offigaoviding invaluable assistance to the
Co-Investigating Judges, legal staff and investigatA temporary Head of Analysis left in
early October, two new international Analyst Teagatlers were appointed in November and
a national Analyst Team leader was appointed frbm national investigation team in
December. The streamlining of internal informatilenv continues to be refined and, notably,
as regards the processing of records of intervieitbswitness and charged persons (including
their translation). Work practices were reviewellovember and December 2007. Case Map
has been reprioritized as the central repositar®iolJ investigation information and will be
accorded significant time by the Data Coders itye2008. The new Analyst Team Leaders
have given training on Case Map to legal teamgstigators and analysts and to the Analysts
on Analyst Notebook, Case Matrix, Zylab and genartlligence and analysis principles.
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Analyst Team Leaders are also examining the pdigigbias regards mapping and 3-D digital
representation of certain relevant sites in eady&2

Translation delays, as well as the low qualityrahslations sometimes produced, has
become an acute problem. While certain OCIJ reoeatsures (concerning suspect interviews
and the centralisation of OCIJ translation matweth the Greffiers) have improved matters
somewhat, the translation issues are interferinip wivestigations in the field and with
suspect interviews. The OCIJ is obliged to useows already stretched legal and other
resources to fill the gap, as well as asking fqremsive external translations.

With the OCIJ legal, investigative and analyticalriwevolving constantly in line with
the increased workload and investigative activjti@sority was given to systemizing and
clarifying in internal SOPs best practices, procedwand reporting within the OCIJ. Fuller
SOPs have now been drafted to cover areas suclasasfile management, translation,
Arrests/First Appearances/Adversarial Hearingsestigative Acts by the Co-Investigating
Judges and Investigators, the operation of the ysialJnit, Victims/complaints/civil party
applications, Witness/Experts/WESU as well as #terg and meaning of the confidentiality
of judicial investigations. As OCIJ work stepped amotch in the second half of 2007,
efficient and close coordination with bodies ex&no the OCIJ facilitated the urgent and
efficient execution of the OCIJ mandate.

3. PRE-TRIAL CHAMBER

On 13 June 2007, the Pre-Trial Chamber (PTC) lteldirst session to swear in
ECCC investigators. According to the ECCC InterRales that was adopted in mid-June,
2007, the Pre-Trial Chamber was expended its anelsjurisdictions to ensure smooth and
transparent function of the pre-trial hearings atalele to international standards.

The PTC full teams moved into offices at the EC@€arly August, 2007 so as to lay
the groundwork for firstly setting up the Chambacluding the drafting of Administrative
Regulations and models for relevant court documemd secondly to perform their duties
and responsibilities as prescribed in the ECCQOmialeRules. The following is a summary of
significant achievements made by the PTC in 2007:

3.1.  First Appeal Proceedings — “Duch” case

On 27 August, 2007, the Defence team for Kaing Gteak (alias Duch) filed a Notice
of Appeal against the Co-Investigating Judges’ Rioxal Detention Order of 31 July 2007.
On 4 September, the PTC issued an Order to filadogs and a “Public Notice” notifying
organisations and individuals that they could subemicus curiaebriefs relating to the
appeal within 30 days. On 5 September, the Defezara for Mr. Kaing filed its appeal brief.
On 18 September, the Pre-Trial Chamber issuedtarltetrequest the OCP’s response to the
appeal within 15 days.

After receiving a letter from Mr. Kaing’'s Defenceain agreeing to lift the
confidentiality of the appeal brief, the Pre-Ti@hamber decided to make the brief public in
view of the public notice inviting the submissidramicusbriefs. The brief was posted on the
ECCC website, and an email address was set updopurpose of receivingmicusbriefs
electronically. At the close of the deadline éonicusbrief submissions, 4 October, 2007, the
Pre-Trial Chamber had received 6 briefs. On 3 QatoP007 the Co-Prosecutors filed their
response to the appeal brief.

On 9 October, 2007, the PTC announced that thengefor the appeal would take
place in public. This was followed by a Scheduligler released on 23 October stating that
the public hearing would be held on 20 Novemberaddections hearing on 15 November.
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The PTC issued on 6 November, 2007 a Notificattatirgy that Judge Ney Thol had recused
himself from participation in the appeal.

The first hearing of the PTC, a directions heafmgMr. Kaing’'s appeal, took place
on 15 November and was héfdcamera This allowed the parties to indicate their readm
for the main hearing and also ensured that allpgent was functioning smoothly. The
public hearing began on 20 November and contina&d tNovember, 2007.

On 3 December, 2007, the PTC issued its DecisidharKaing appeal, unanimously
deciding to dismiss the appeal and affirm the Gees$tigating Judges’ Provisional Detention
Order but replacing the reasoning of the Co-Ingasitig Judges with that of the PTC.

3.2.  Second Appeal Proceedings — Nuon Chea case

On 17 October, 2007, the PTC received a noticgppéal from the Defence team for
Nuon Chea against the Provisional Detention Orddedl 19 September 2007 and then it
issued on 25 October, 2007, the Order to file ptegad As it turned out, the PTC received on
8 November, 2007 the appeal brief from the Defeaam of Nuon Chea. A public notice was
issued on 28 November, 2007 by the PTC invitingstiiemission omicus curiaebriefs in
the appeal. As a result, one amicus curiae bréef rgceived. The Co-prosecutors response
was received on 3 December 2007. The hearingdes $cheduled for 4 February 2008.

3.3.  Outstanding Difficulties

The PTC still faces difficulties in the areas oértslation/interpretation and the
readiness of the courtroom. The inability of trenslation unit to provide the necessary and
timely translations between English and French it several lengthy documents had to
be outsourced for translation in order to complthwhe needs of the Defence teams. This
was a potential contributing to delays and add#ioexpenses in the proceedings.
Additionally, the quality and accuracy of theseeertil contractors could not always be
guaranteed. As such, to minimise translation neeuk save time, PTC staff have had to
spend a substantial amount of their time to rewiesvtranslated documents. On the issue of
interpretation, more work needs to be done to entlue quality of interpretation during
courtroom proceedings.

The readiness of the courtroom is also a problenthi® PTC. The judges have been
required to devote a significant portion of thaine¢ to dealing with technical, logistical and
administrative issues, distracting them from tloaise preparation. In addition, because the
main courtroom was not available for the first livegs, preparations were more difficult and
temporary procedures were put in place which wdkadh to be revisited once the main
courtroom is completed.

4. PLENARY MEETING OF JUDICIAL OFFICERS

The second Judicial Plenary Session was held freh® dune 2007. The participants
were national and international judges (includirggerves), Co-Prosecutors (including
reserve), Director and Deputy of Office of Admingion and Head of the Defence Support
Section. This two-week meeting was called withrtign objective to discuss and adopt the
final draft IRs containing 114 Rules and hundrefdsub-rules.

Despite the divergence of view in the past, natiand international judges adopted
the IRs unanimously on 12 June 2007. They wereshged to enter into force and posted on
the ECCC’'s website on 19 June 2007 -- an importailestone allowing the court
proceedings to move forward. The second Plenargi@e$ollowed by a press conference
held at the ECCC premises during which represeesminf media coming around the world
were invited.
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According the IRs, the Plenary Session is to beened once every six months, with
the following functions, to:

(1) Review and amend, as necessary, the IRs,

(i) Review and amend, as necessary, any Practice Dmecdopted by the RPC.

(i) Adopt an annual report to the Supreme Council ofisteacy of the Kingdom
of Cambodia and to the Secretary-General of thégdrilations

(iv)  Decide upon matters relating to the internal fuoratig of the ECCC, upon
proposals from the Judicial Administration Comnette

The 3rd Plenary Session is scheduled to be hetd #8 January 2008 to 2 February
2008 and followed by a one-week long training semfor all judges and their support staff
to be organised in collaboration with the Interoadil Center for Transitional Justice and the
East-West Center.

5. RULES AND PROCEDURE COMMITTEE

Upon the adoption of the IRs, the membership oRRE was changed and expanded
from five to nine (five national judges and foutemational judges) namely H.E Kong Srim
(President), Mong Monichariya, You Ottara, Thou MoRen Pichsaly, Silvia Cartwright,
Agnieszka Klonomiecka-Milart, Jean-Mac Lavergne &idudia Fenz. A national (Huot
Vuthy) and an international (Marcel Lemonde) subtti member were also elected by the
Plenary Session to replace an absent member asceed

The RPC is mainly responsible for receiving and sodering any requests for
amendments to the IRs and adopting Practice Dmegtior the smooth functioning of the
ECCC, subject to the subsequent review by the Bledassion.

The members of the RPC worked together remotelyaferumber of times with
assistance of a Secretariat provided by the Otifcddministration and held a full session
from 29 October to 9 November. The PRC consideedewed and adopted the following
documents:

(1) Practice Directions on Filing of Documents, Victifarticipation and
Protective Measures. They were all posted on the EE€website in the three
official languages. A number of comments and feeklze being seriously
reviewed and considered by the PRC.

(i) Draft Common Code of Judicial Ethics to apply tothbamational and
international judges.

(i) A number of proposed amendments to the IRs, inqoéett pertaining to the
proceeding at the trial phase.

6. Judicial Administration Committee

The 2" Plenary Session held in June, 2007 elected newbmemof the Judicial
Administration Committee (JAC) namely H.E Kong Si{Rresident), Nil Nonn, You Ottara,
Motoo Noguchi and Rowan Downing. Two substitute rhers (Mong Monichariya and
Katinka Lahuis) were also elected to replace aremtbsiember as needed. The JAC also
includes, in a consultative capacity, the Co-Proges and the Director and Deputy Director
of the Office of Administration.

The main responsibility of this Committee is to m@vand guide the Office of
Administration concerning all activities relating administrative and judicial support
provided to the judicial offices and the Chambens;luding the preparation and
implementation of the budget.
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As provided in the Internal Rules, the JAC meetBlimom Penh on a monthly basis,
during which the members of the Committee are bdein general progress by all relevant
sections of the Office of Administration includi@gpurt Management, Personnel, Budget and
Finance, General Services, Public Affairs and IBiring this year 2007, the Committee has
had the opportunity to discuss specifically théolwing important matters:

7. COURT MANAGEMENT |SSUES

The Court Management Section (CMS) during 2007 wdro meet the demands of
the court, by establishing and implementing thex&ad Operating Procedures (SOP) for the
CMS and by ensuring the smooth and effective fonatig of the interpretation and
translation pool; detention facility; records amdhaves witness protection; audio and video;
transcription unit; and printing and reproductiemnvsces.

In the same vein, several short terms consultaetg Wwaned from other tribunals
(ICC, ICTY, ICTR, and SCSL) in order to assist freagthening the CMS.

7.1. Interpretation and Translation Services
The Interpreters and Translators Pool (ITP) has bestructured, as appropriate, in
order to meet the demands of the OCP, OCIJ, DefamcePTC. The ITP has also established
the following policies and procedures:
0] One Common Pool Policy, One Glossary;
(i) One Team leader of the ITP, One Chief editor, anditrs;
(i)  Each and every section of ECCC shall put forwardréten request for
translation and interpretation service to the tésader of ITP;
(iv)  Logbook for translation and interpretation;
(v) Mobilize staff to where they are needed, and cehwatsourcing services by
external providers when requirement for translatomterpretation services;
(vi)  Implement performance-based approach;
(vi)  Regular pool meetings, and regular rehearsalsamtipe in the Court room;
and
(viii)  Provide regular training to the interpreters amastators.

Following the evaluation mission conducted by DebBkka Ehret, short term advisor
to ITP and former Chief of Language Unit at the 8CZ04 to 2006), she observed that there
are capable and willing interpreters and transtaédithe ITP, but there is a need for ongoing
training and capacity building as well as for asahtial increase in number of ITP staff
currently employed to carry out the duties expected
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Dr. Rebekka recommended that the pool be enlag& tstaff members increased
from 15 to 42 national and from 8 to 21 internadiyn

7.2. Detention Facility

The CMS liaison officers have been working closeigh the relevant parties in
ensuring that the detention facility is fully opéioaal and meet acceptable standards. Several
training sessions were provided by the Internati@@mmittee of the Red Cross (ICRC).
Moreover, an international officer from ICTR camer fa one month mission to share
experience and advice with the ECCC’s detentioflifipofficers, and the management of
ECCC's Detention Facility.

With a view to ensure the smooth functioning of #imve detention facility, the

followings have been arranged and implemented:

(1) Procedures for the Detention Facilities and drafedtion rules are being
finalized.

(i) Procedure for medical emergency was adopted byaeigarties.

(i)  The MoU between the ECCC and Ministry of Interioasnsent to General
Director of General Department of Prisons for theuiew and approval.

(iv)  Detention facility has been fully put in place wét necessary equipment and
materials to respond to the detainees’ needs ssicmatress, radio, TV,
exercise equipment, newspapers, hot water pot,scimaihe bathroom, etc...;

(v) Security and medical services have been arrangegrawided 24/24 hours;

(vi)  Medicines have been regularly provided to detaiaeesrding to the doctors’
prescription in order to maintain their good corwafit

(vii)  Additional detention liaison officers (2 nationaldal international) have been
requested and recruited to accommodate the workload

7.3. Witness Expert Support Unit (WESU)

With technical assistance from Ms. Wendy Lobweirowtas released by ICTY for 2
months to advise and assist the Witness and ESpgport Unit. The draft withess support
policy and security measures were reviewed andsgatjuto conform to the Civil Law System
and the ECCC Internal Rules.

Witness Logistics:

0] WESU has continued to provide logistical and adstiative support to
witnesses who are called by the OCIJ and the OCkterviews both in the
field and at the ECCC.

(i) Witness waiting/counselling rooms are finalized anel now equipped with
basic furniture.

(i)  Witness accommodation (hotels and guest house® Ibeen identified are
currently at the requisition stage.

(iv)  Many pro-forma documents have been created andused for witness
management.

Witness Support:
0] A MoU was signed between TPO and ECCC to ensurehpsygical,
emotional and well-being of witnesses.

Witness Protection:
(1) WESU is currently preparing draft of Memorandum Wifderstanding to
establish working relationship with police officdE€SC in order to provide
witness protection service.

For instance, it is served as a
coordinator for preparation for all hearings, intews with suspects, witnesses and other
concerned people as instructed by the judiciary.

The case file is the focal point for each case hictvthe original case file has been
transferred into a secured storage room withinGMS and these documents have been
copies into the Zylab system. Filing of documemistructions have been stipulated in a
Practice direction of the ECCC, and several filimgfruction forms have been developed for
serving and notification purposes. The Records Archives Unit is in the process of
undertaking the following activities:

7.6. Transcription Unit
The nine members of the transcription unit (3 Khn3eEnglish; and 3 French) were
on board in order to support the PTC hearings imedtoer 2007.

The first hearings showed that the Khmer transasiphore complex than other two

languages for the following reasons:

0] Timing of Transcription: The Khmer transcript totbkee times as long as the
English and French transcript to produce due tadmeplexity of the alphabet,
that is, the large number of vowels and consonahtss, making a lower
typing speed than English and French, i.e. the Khiraescribers can produce
30 words per minute in comparison to 60 or 100 vipfEnglish and French.

(i) Inaccurate Transcription: It is slowly produced thg typographical errors;
spelling errors; poor phrasing and sentence cartgiruas well as lack of
knowledge in Khmer Rouge history.

(i)  Lack of experiences in the tasks and with the egaigt due to the fact that
Cambodian court does not produce transcripts.

In order to avoid the above problem during futbearings, and to ensure that the
quality of Khmer transcript is accurate and be tymeroduced, the CMS expert
recommended creating an additional position foofseading/scopist to review the Khmer
transcript prior to delivery of transcribed docungerio the national judges and for
publication.

The tender process for the audio video systenudmat the transcription software is
in progress. Itis expected that a contract wildbarded and equipment supplied at the end of
February, 2008.

7.7. Library Unit
The librarian consultant, Ms. Margaret Bywater, baen initializing the set up of the
library in November and the following tasks havemeompleted or set:
0] Library rules and procedures have been drafted;
(i) Selection criteria for the new position of libragsistant was finalised for
recruitment;
(i)  Letters requesting donations of new books fromlland international sources
have dispatched to relevant parties;
(iv)  Collection policy for acquisition of books and rastes has been drafted; and
(v) A suitable Library Management Software system (Opearce) has been
identified to be used for establishing an Onlineéa@mue of the ECCC
Library
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8. DEFENCE SUPPORT SECTION (DSS)

The role of the DSS is to ensure fair trials thiowfective representation of the
accused. The Section is responsible for providmdigent accused with a list of lawyers who
can defend them, and for providing legal and adstriafive support to lawyers assigned to
work on cases, including the payment of fees. TB& Rlso acts as a voice for the defence at
outreach events and in the media, liaises withrdtii®inals and NGOs, runs training courses
and organizes an internship program for young lasvye

The Head of the DSS started work in Phnom Penhciolieér 2006, with additional
staff arriving at the beginning of 2007. The Seattiapidly became operational allowing it to
provide a full service to defence lawyers oncestsrstarted to occur in the second half of the
year. In 2008, the primary aim will be to implemehé ECCC Legal Assistance Scheme
which has now been approved, and to focus suppodetence teams allowing them to
prepare their cases effectively. The following isusmmary of activity progress made by the
DSS in whole year 2007:

8.1. Legal Assistance

The DSS has undertaken substantial legal reseactiam alysis in order to provide
defence teams with full briefings on the legal essthat might arise at the Court. The DSS
employed specialist consultants in internationainigral law to assist DSS lawyers in
preparing approximately 70 research papers on ignesof law. The Section also has an
arrangement with Washington and Lee College of lrathe United States whereby students
there undertake legal research requested by the @ 8% same time earning credits for their
legal education. This collaboration has provededighly effective and will be expanded in
2008.

A small library of core texts has been collectethiaithe DSS, providing the leading
text books as well as full collections of interoatl criminal law cases together with
decisions of human rights courts, in both Engliskd &rench. There is also a substantial
electronic collection of legal information to whitte defence teams have full access.

8.2. Internal Rules

The Head of the DSS participated in the plenargisas during 2007 that lead to the
adoption of the ECCC Internal Rules in June. Weébard to defence rights, a number of
substantial controversies were resolved with thaptdn of the IRs. The judges agreed that
each accused should be represented by a team ehcgeflawyers, matching the
Co-Prosecutors, with full rights of audience foe floreign lawyers who would be working
with their Cambodian counterparts.

The role of the DSS was clarified in Rule 11, giviresponsibility to the DSS to
organise the list system and the payment of lawyeith proper consultation with the Bar
Association of the Kingdom of Cambodia (BAKC). TB&S is mandated to monitor the
performance of contracts and also to undertakd legaarch for defence teams. The DSS
may also provide training, in co-operation with B#KC.

The DSS published Administrative Regulations satier the plenary session, after
consultation with the BAKC. This clarified the pess by which foreign lawyers would apply
to be approved by the Bar Council to appear befeedeCCC. The Bar Council fixed a $500
fee which each foreign lawyer would pay at the twhénheir application.

8.3. List System
The DSS designed and implemented a list systemeliiéawyers — both Cambodian
and foreign — together with other members of dedet@ams are required to apply to be
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included in the list if they wish to be selecteddtignts to act in a case before the ECCC, and
paid by the Court. The system came into operatwioviing the approval of the Internal
Rules and the publication of the DSS AdministrafRegulations.

At the end of 2007, the following have been appdofee payment by the ECCC:

(1) 35 Cambodian lawyers

(i) 29 foreign lawyers, with 10 approved by the Bar @oluto appear before the
ECCC.

(i) 20 Legal Consultants

(iv) 10 Case Managers

8.4.  First Five Cases
With the arrest of Mr Kaing Guek Eav in July 2002 tDSS commenced work to
assist in the selection of legal teams to represactt accused before the ECCC.

By the end of 2007, five complete legal teams hbeen chosen, meaning the
recruitment of 25 lawyers.

Five Cambodian Co-Lawyers have been selected, falWlmm have substantial
experience in criminal law. Five foreign Co-Lawyérave also been selected. They come
from the Netherlands, the United States, the UnK@&mbdom and France. Five young
Cambodian lawyers have been selected as Case Managd five international lawyers as
Legal Consultants.

All five charged persons have claimed indigenceth&tend of 2007, the Head of the
DSS has determined that two of them do not havicerit funds to pay for their lawyers,
whilst the decision in the remaining three willlpade in January 2008.

8.5. ECCC Legal Assistance Scheme

During 2007 the DSS designed a fee payment schemlawyers appearing at the
ECCC that is intended to provide for effective paytnwhilst avoiding some of the problems
that have occurred with regard to fee paymentshegrdribunals.

The basis of the payment rate is equality of aimshat lawyers will be paid a fee
based on the salary paid to their prosecution @patt, with an uplift to reflect the fact that
they have additional costs through being self-eygalo Lawyers are required to predict in
advance the work that will be done by completingtién Plans’ which are then agreed with
the DSS. They must then keep a record of the hbatghey have worked by filling in daily
timesheets, to be submitted for payment on a mpidwis.

The final form of the contract to be used for thegal Assistance Scheme was only
agreed at the end of 2007, and so the Schemeaeniithplemented in February 2008. However,
the DSS has been using elements of the schemeasuition Plans and time sheets for
several months in 2007, meaning that it has beenilple to refine the scheme prior to final
implementation.

8.6.  Administration

The DSS has worked with other units of the OffiEédministration to provide full
administrative facilities for defence lawyers withthe administration building. This means
that in addition to the offices for the DSS statich defence team has a fully equipped office,
with sufficient space for meetings, storage of ateritial documents and computers with
access to the network and the Zylab document syk&tethe case file.
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8.7.  Publicity

The DSS published a full website in three languagdsily 2007 in order to publicise
the activities of the DSS and to allow for an elecic process for applications to be included
in the list. The website will be updated in eal®8 to include full details of the ECCC Legal
Assistance Scheme together with information abaahelefence team.

8.8.  Liaison

The DSS has worked with civil society, academic awlernment bodies in
Cambodia and around the world. In Cambodia, the B&Sworked closely with the BAKC
on the list system and in providing training fomigers. The DSS has also worked with NGOs
such as the Cambodian Defenders Project (CDPYen@dntre for Social Democracy (CSD).
The DSS has also worked with international orgdiuiea working in Cambodia, such as the
Open Society Justice Initiative (OSJIl) and the UNid® of the High Commissioner for
Human Rights (OHCHR). The DSS has also met withresgntatives from Amnesty
International, Human Rights Watch and Human Rid\usg.

In the international sphere, the Head of the DSSattended the annual meeting of the
International Criminal Bar (ICB) in Tokyo in May0R; promoted the work of the ECCC to a
large number of international criminal lawyers frésia and around the world; and delivered
a one day training course at Waseda University. Héad of the DSS also spoke to the Bar
Human Rights Committee (BHRC) in London, the Grod@ipnterested States (GIS) in New
York and lectured on defence rights and the ECCtheatrish Centre for Human Rights in
Galway.

The DSS has worked closely with the equivalent misfesupport sections at the
International Criminal Court (ICC), the Internat@nCriminal Tribunal for the Former
Yugoslavia (ICTY) and the Special Court for Siebeone (SCSL). The Head of the DSS
spoke at the annual meeting of the American Bapéiation Section of International Law at
Oxford University on a panel including the headthef defence supports sections for the War
Crimes Chamber of the State Court of Bosnia Henziegoand the Iragi High Tribunal.

8.9. Outreach and Media

The DSS has worked closely with the Public Aff8exction in speaking at outreach
sessions to explain the role of the defence, ajtemnof the most challenging aspects of this
task. The DSS has prepared a list of ‘FrequentligedsQuestions’ which are of great
assistance in such events.

The DSS has also provided speakers for other NG@srtaking outreach work,
speaking at the ‘Public Forums’ organised by that@efor Social Democracy in different
locations around Cambodia.

The Head of the DSS appeared in the drama docurgénime for Justice’ produced
to explain the work of the ECCC to a wider audieridee DSS delivered a series of four
half-day workshops to an audience of NGOs on times to be tried by the ECCC, the rights
of the defence, the procedure to be adopted amdh@n war crimes courts around the world.
2007 has seen substantial press interest in thie @fdhe ECCC. The Head of the DSS has
provided numerous interviews to Cambodian and teigonal media explaining the work of
the ECCC and the role of the defence within it.

The DSS delivered a series of 12 half-day semitagjaurnalists undertaking training
by Internews on the reporting of war crimes triats/ering the definition of crimes, other war
crimes courts and the trial process.
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8.10. Training
The DSS has delivered a number of training coutaesg 2007 in co-operation with
the BAKC, working with partner organisations in erdo provide funding for the events.

In March 2007, a five day training course on in&ional criminal law was delivered
to 60 young lawyers in conjunction with the Intdramal Bar Association, with five expert
defence lawyers from around the world assistindpécourse.

In April 2007, a further five day course on intefoaal criminal law was delivered for
30 senior lawyers, in conjunction with the East-Y@sntre and the University of California,
Berkeley, with experts from the East Timor and @idreone courts.

In August 2007 a training course for 25 Case Marsag@s delivered on the practical
skills required to act as a case manager in cadessithe ECCC.

In October 2007 the course on ECCC Practice attla2d lawyers to a three day
session on the procedures of the ECCC and the eaitips of large scale cases.

9. VICTIMS UNIT

The IRs of the ECCC, adopted in June 2007, cretitedVictims Unit. Rule 12
outlines the role of the Victims Unit, which inclkesimaintaining a list of foreign and national
lawyers who wish to represent victims.

The ECCC Victims Unit shall be the centralizedialitontact point for Victims and
their representatives for the filings necessaryp@articipation in the proceedings either as
complainants or as civil parties. As a transitioma¢asure, until the Victims Unit is
operational, complaints may be filed directly withe greffier of the Office of the
Co-Prosecutors and civil party applications conicgyrongoing investigations may be filed
directly with the Greffier of the Office of the Qovestigating Judges.

In addition to being called as witnesses, victihthe Khmer Rouge may participate
actively in ECCC proceedings either by filing comipts or applying to be joined as Civil
Parties as approved in the ECCC Practice Dired¢tiah was posted on the ECCC website
since October 05, 2007.

Foreign lawyers who wish to represent victims aggired to register with the BAKC
in accordance with established procedure.

10. PROJECT BOARD MEETING
A Project Board (PB) was established between th€EE@nd UNDP in mid June,
2006 and comprises of ECCC, UNDP, DESA, the Eunop€ammission and other
contributing donors. The Project Board (PB) is cesible to provide overall oversight,
review progress on the implementation of activjteesd propose necessary recommendations
to adjust project activities as required, and wiket at least once a year to perform the
following tasks:
(1) To approve the AWP and budget;
(i) To review implementation of the AWP, achievement refults, timely
disbursements and adherence to rules and regudatad
(i)  To provide guidance and solution to any major igzwblem emerging during
the implementation of the project.
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Since its inception in June, 2006 until Decemb@)72 four meetings were taken

place and achieved the following:

0] Approved the activity progress report made by tR&€E since start-up phase
from early February, 2006;

(i) Endorsed the Annual Work Plan and Budget 2007 #mer oevised AWPB in
order to accommodate the new requirements to erssooeth, effective and
timely functioning of the ECCC;

(i)  Agreed by consensus on action plans to be takethdyeECCC Office of
Administration with respect to the issue of humasources management
following the UNDP/OAPR recommendations;

(iv)  Approved the appointment of senior HMR consultdaatassist the Personnel
Section to address the HRM issues, including thamexation of issues
relating to the salary scales for the ECCC staff;

(V) Discussed and agreed on proposals in the Eurofeammission’s letter
recommending preventive measures and actions tanbertaken by the
ECCC in order to improve the HRM; and

(vi)  Endorsed the appointment of senior HMR consulteatgluct a job matching
exercise between the qualifications of the postachertised and the actual
staff appointed.

At the third meeting held in November, 2007; theEagreed with the EC request to
allow the UNDP (fund administrator) to co-chair fPject Board Meetings.

11. FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

All cash transfers to the Implementing Partner (B &re based on the Annual Work
Plans (AWPs) agreed between the ECCC and UNDRJjjastad on a quarterly basis. Cash
transfers for activities detailed in AWPs will beade by UNDP through cash transferred
directly to the ECCC, prior to the start of respexAWP activities (direct cash transfer).

The cash advances are every three months and eetdasash advance is only
processed upon submission of previous quarterlddtéinancial report. A standard Fund
Authorization and Certificate of Expenditures (FAGQEport, reflecting the activity lines of
the Annual Work Plan (AWP), and UNDP will reimburse directly pay for planned
expenditures on quarterly basis.

The following is a summary of financial managemamigress achieved in 2007:

(1) Annual Work Plan and Budget 2007 was establishetl approved by the
UNDP and Project Board Meeting;

(i) Financial and activity progress reports on qubrteasis have been timely
produced in support of fund release from the UNDP;

(i)  Annual Financial Audit 2006 was conducted by theCEXexternal auditor to
which the latter attested that the ECCC financiahagement in 2006 gives
true and fair views in all respects. This repors haen also posted on the
ECCC website and made available to the public;

(iv)  Three financial spot checks were conducted in 200The ECCC external
auditor with no major issues noted; and

(v) Budgetary revision and projection up to March, 2@hter the Cambodian
side of the budget has been jointly made with UNAKR

Details of financial management with respect to fbed receipts by donors,
disbursement of expenditures by project componeamd,other financial related issues, are
reported in the below in Section D “Financial Pexy Report”.
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12. PROCUREMENT AND BUILDING MANAGEMENT FOR PREMISE ALTERATIONS

As agreed with the UNDP since the project inceptmrery procurement project is
firstly screened and technically evaluated by tG&€E Technical Working Group (TWG). A
Bid Evaluation Committee composed of the ECCC, Bsgmtative from the Ministry of
Economy and Finance and UNDP as observer is codvémeapprove the TWG Bid
Evaluation Report.

The year 2007 marked fully operational businesstlier National Procurement and
Building Management Units. Twenty one separateregig were awarded to bidders based
on the transparent and competitive bidding prodesine with the ECCC Procurement
Procedures and Guidelines and Procurement Contsbé® in place.

The Building Management Unit has in recent mon#hgehworked on finalising office
accommodation for all Sections and Chambers as alithe Detention Facility and
associated infrastructure. TV and internet cablgigiow being installed, connecting all
buildings in the premises. The Pre-Trial Chambeerations were completed during
September. Work on the main court room will comneeimcJanuary 2008.

The following is a summary of certain projects awdrks which have been
implemented and completed by the Procurement ainldiBg Management Units in close
coordination with other relevant sections and units

12.1. Renovation of Court Room

Six projects have been implemented and completedder to renovate and fixing of
the small court room in support of the pre-triabgtber’'s public hearings, interviewing
process with detainees, provision of medicinalises, and mass media. The above projects
included (i) Renovation Pre-Trial Chambers/TrainRgom & Public Affair; (ii) Supply and
Installation of Air-Conditioners in the court roofij) Raising floor of platform for Pre-Trail
Chamber; (iv) Renovation of Pre-Trial Chamber Opera (v) Supply and Installation of a
Cable Structure Voice and Network; and (vi) Renmrabf Main Courtroom which is on
going project and expected to be completed by Fepr2008.

12.2. Renovation of Office of Administration

The Office of Administration is the main office kding for national and international
staff. Renovation and repair as well as air-conditig installation of all rooms was carried
out since late 2006 for approximately 300 interal and national staff including interns.

In 2007, the Procurement and Building ManagemeritsUrave further readied other
rooms according to requests made by the judicifiiges and sections.

12.3. Construction of Detention Facility

The construction of the Detention Facility was ohpriority projects for year 2007. As
scheduled, the construction took four months framudry-June 2007. This facility is used for
provisional detention of charged person beford pracess. Additional civil works were
constructed to meet acceptable security standaddsguirements, such as security guard posts,
installation of equipment and materials; networkamgl cabling and so on.

12.4. Construction and Renovation of Site Works

Besides the renovation of court room, offices baogdand detention facility, five other
projects regarding the construction of site workighw the ECCC compound have been
implemented and completed in year 2007.
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These included (i) construction of car parking; ¢onstruction of covered walkway for
staff; (iii) road pavement; (iv) construction ofcseity guard post; and (v) construction of
landscaping and gardening.

13. INSTITUTIONAL AND PERSONNEL MATTERS

Following requests from the judicial offices andanibers, and with approval by the
Project Board, during 2007 the staffing table wdisisted and expanded to cope with actual
needs.

During 2007 ECCC Cambodian staff rose from 1361i@, 2vith a further 101 planned
to be appointed. Twelve recruitment rounds have lweaducted within the year 2007, with
148 vacant posts announced, 91 persons appointea famther 55 currently under selection
and recruitment.

619 applications were received for vacant postfiwi2007, of whom 163 (26%)
were from the public sector and 456 (74%) fromnba-public sectors (private, NGOs and
international organisations). Of the 210 staff dapfenl to date, 8 (4%) were appointed by
Royal Decree, while 78 (37%) came from the pubkcter and 124 (59%) from the
non-public sectors.

During 2007 the ECCC opened the national InternBnggram, and have so far taken
in 65 interns in the Office of the Co-Prosecutand &CIJ, with 43 having completed their
internship and 15 currently active. The prograni &l continued and extended to the Office
of Administration during 2008. In accordance witle ECCC Personnel Handbook some 11
volunteers were accepted, of whom only one is atilive.

During 2007 many special events have taken plack si8 ceremonies, training
courses, press conferences, meetings and publimgsasupported by the Protocol Unit
within the Personnel Section.

Due to the unspecific allegations regarding théonat human resource management
practice, a special audit was commissioned by UN®Pok through the files in national
personnel section from 22 January to 9 February aisecond phase in March. A report by
the UNDP’s Office of Audit Performance and Reviewsaprepared, with responses by the
ECCC and by UNDP Cambodia, and a number of follpameasures were approved by the
Project Board and undertaken during 2007. Theskided the hiring of a senior HR
Consultant to review and revise the ECCC Persadastibook. Some revisions were made
in policies and procedures regarding recruitmertt procedures relating to performance
evaluation and extension of contracts for exisstajf, and a code of conduct was adopted
and signed by all staff.

The HR Consultant recommended that the ECCC urdeetgob-matching exercise
to examine the quality of national recruitment. Thied ECCC Project Board Meeting on 13
November 2007 approved the program to compare &éduand experience stipulated in the
vacancy announcement with that actually held bystieeessful appointee. The process was
carried out in November and December 2007 by alpahd members (two external
international staff and two national personnel.

The Project Board approved the criteria for staffihdergo the job matching process,
with the following results: Of 91 staff examined® @0%) were deemed to have a match, 7
(8%) a partial match and 2 (2%) did not match.
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A further review was undertaken at the request DB to examine the assertion in
the OAPR report that professional level nationaffsivere receiving salary payments that
were up to twice the rate agreed to between thelR&gvernment of Cambodia and the UN
that these staff should be remunerated at 50%eointiernational counterparts. The OAPR
assertion was based on comparing only the net bakicy received by international staff, and
did not take into account a range of other alloveanand entitlements. Following an
exhaustive analysis of all payments received, tresgltant concluded that the agreed 50%
rate was almost exactly being followed in the acaiaff salaries being paid to national
professionals.

The Personnel Section of the national side hasegaasnumber of significant
milestones in its endeavour to assist the ECCC.hake brought on board the required
number of staff enabling the ECCC to operate tduliscapacity in 2007. We have made
every effort to respond to the recommendationdbyUNDP Senior HR Consultant and the
requirements set by the ECCC Project Board.

14.  INFORMATION , COMMUNICATIONS AND TECHNOLOGY (ICT)

The ICT has mostly installed and completed in 20@Mecessary internet cabling and
networking infrastructures for all buildings inclad the detention facility, the administrative
building and the court room. The following actiegihave been made by four units of the ICT
section:

15. SECURITY AND SAFETY

The UNAKRT Security and Safety Section (SSS) exgrexed significant growth in
2007. In particular, within the areas of staffirgjructure and practical access control
solutions for a more robust security and safetyafpen was provided within day-to-day work
of the ECCC/UNAKRT. The arrival of the new UN Chieff Security and Court Security
Officer have enabled a thorough review and the ldgweent of an operational plan of the
security provisions for all aspects of the intersaturity and safety, which under the
Supplementary Agreement are assigned to the UNigidns responsibility.

New procedures for access, new identification caadslitional guards and close
protection officers have been put in place, andsitleening capacity at various checkpoints
is under construction.

15.1. Staffing

Significant increase in the SSS staffing levelrtdlude: Chief, Security and Safety,
Deputy Chief, Security and Safety, Information/Istigations Officer, Supervisor, Close
Protection Unit, Supervisor, Court Security andl&ing Security, Security Control Centre
Officers, and Close Protection Officers. Theref@8S experienced and increase of 13
security staff. In addition, over 30 security giswere hired from the Ministry of Interior.

15.2. Operations

Close coordination and operational planning wasttaéten between the Security and
Safety Section (SSS) and the Ministry of Interigit4Ol) Judicial Police (JP) in 2007 to
ensure security and safety of ECCC staff

The arrest of the five accused was undertaken witingident and specific mitigating
measures were implemented. The containment ofatha, arrest, search and seizure,
transport via helicopter and detention were allartaken without incident. Agreements,
policies and procedures are being carefully comsitiéor future arrests based on lessons
drawn from these operations.

In addition to the above, security arrangementdicoed for the safe and secure
movement of witnesses during their interviews.
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The ECCC/UNAKRT Security Risk Assessment has beempteted and submitted to
the Department of Safety and Security, New Yorkaddition, a proposal for consistent and
equal personal security risk assessment protocadsapproved by the DOA, D/DOAt al,
for both international and national personnel cstesit with the Supplementary Agreement.

Two public hearings were also conducted duringldter part of 2007. The two
pre-trial hearings generated attention across tbbegto include over 500 people in
attendance at the ECCC.

Identification cards were also developed and impleted for all ECCC/UNAKRT
staff.

15.3. Training

Training was provided to all ECCC Cambodian segugiards, supervisors and
control centre in operational matters includingigkhscreening, radio procedures, fire safety
and guarding duties. Separate training was provideall guards by the X-Ray screening
service contract provider in the operation andaishke X-Ray system. This was followed up
with ongoing familiarisation training to ensurettti@e guards are competent in the use of the
equipment prior to it becoming operational.

Additionally, external training with the DetentioGentre guards has also been
ongoing to include escort and search techniquesten8ection commenced staff training on
information security with Security and ICT Sections

Firearms training was conducted during the repgnieriod to include qualification /
re-qualification of all international UNAKRT sectyiofficers. In addition, self-defence
training, mine training (coordinated with the Cardiam Mine Action Centre) and
communications training (SAT, GPS, radio, etc.) a0 undertaken in part for security
officers and field investigation teams.

16. OUTREACH AND MEDIA

The ECCC staff have conducted outreach trips t@f2the total of 24 provinces,
speaking to people directly to explain developmeaitshe ECCC and distributing our
materials, mainly in schools, wats and local comenafiices, and market places, as well as
along the highways and byways at noodle stallgdee parlours, moto driver stands, notice
boards, ferry crossings. We have distributed almid@$,000 Information booklets, over
25,000 posters, and 30,000 stickers and have peddaicadio spots that have been played on
many radio stations.

ECCC staff have participated actively in forumsaoregular basis (sometimes almost
weekly) throughout the country and in Phnom Pemaygs with a speaker from Public
Affairs Section and frequently also arranging foe@r more representatives of the Office of
the Co-Prosecutors, Office of the Co-Investigafindges, Defence Support Section or Office
of Administration to speak. These have includedros organised by the Center for Social
Development (9), the Open Forum of Cambodia (3, the Khmer Institute for Democracy
(3 rounds of Citizens Adviser Training Programs &naunds of police training for victim
and witness support).

The PAS staff have also participated regularly ieetings of NGOs involved in
outreach activities relating to the Khmer RougelBtiorganised usually monthly by OSJI, at
which the ECCC is normally represented by the Rublifairs Section and frequently
arranges a specialist guest speaker, and we hakerspt a number of one-off or occasional
forums, conferences etc (including those organisgdhe Association of Victims of the
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Khmer Rouge, Friedrich Ebert Stiftung, ADHOC, ldt@, Cambodian Committee for

Cooperation and Peace, the International Assoaidtipo Genocide Studies in Sarajevo and
the seminar on Prevention of Genocide and MasscAige and the Responsibility to Protect
in Cape Town).

Public Affairs staff continue to welcome visitsrina range of groups (so far well over
15,000 have visited the court). They are shownraitdhe premises, including the main court
room, Pre-Trial Chamber, the guardian spirit staine the detention facility (from outside),
as well as being given comprehensive briefingshenstructure and objectives of the court,
supplemented by more details on aspects of iteryistr recent developments as required.
Q&A sessions are always a lively part of this pesgr Group visits have been organised
regularly by the Documentation Center of Cambaiti@,Center for Social Development, and
the Khmer Institute for Democracy, Youth for Peabe, Khmer Youth Association, Global
Youth Net and the Girl Guides Association of Camhpdmong others. Occasional visits
have been made by a wide range of groups, suttoss from the Royal Academy of Judicial
Professions, Royal School of Administration, then&e, national and international
universities and high schools, training programrgdarnalists, parliamentary and diplomatic
delegations.

The Public Affairs Section was responsible for fyoig the public of the dates and
arrangements for the first Public Hearings of theePrial Chamber on 20 and 21 November
and 3 December, liaising with Procurement to arapgvision of transport and catering,
making reservations for diplomatic corps, NGOsugoand general public. Over 500 people
attended, watching proceedings transmitted on Iscgeens in the main court room from the
small Pre-Trial Chamber where the actual heariog face, with 10 members of the public
and two media representatives resent. We also wonk#h the audiovisual unit of Court
Management Section to implement the Pre-Trial Crardbcision to provide live audio and
video feeds (24 video and 24 audio in each oftiheetofficial languages of the court — Khmer,
English and French). We registered 256 media reptasves on the first day and we had
impressive worldwide coverage (including on 20 Nuober over 1,000 separate entries on
Google news, and top of the news on CNN from 6afpta).

The ECCC web site was launched in mid-2006 angddsted regularly (frequently on
a daily basis) to inform the web-literate publicoab developments as they occur, and
providing background legal information and courcdiments, such as statements by the
Judges, Co-Prosecutors and Co-Investigating Ju@gders on Preventive Detention, amicus
briefs, appeals etc. and financial statements, rtepand details on the structure and
administration of the court. The web site has ai@econ outreach, with a scrolling
presentation of our activities, and showing therbath picture and text presented by means
of a map of Cambodia with details of materials rihsited in each province. A photo and
video gallery contains additional images, which éngwroved popular among researchers
around the world.

In November 2007 the Swiss government sent an @ehr®fficer to work with the
ECCC. After an initial period in the Public AffaifSection, she moved into the newly
established Victims Unit, to help develop a prograimoutreach tailored to victims of the
crimes, particularly those wishing to become Conmgliats or Civil Parties, of course to be
carried out in conjunction with the Public Affaigction.

Public Affairs staff, especially the Press Officepeak on a daily basis to reporters
from Cambodia’s vigorous print media, and covemaighe work of the ECCC is now almost
ubiquitous — with a strong shift to the positivetlas court has proved itself in action.
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The Press Officer and other ECCC staff, espediaiiy Public Affairs, reach almost
all Cambodians through regular appearances on eaidelevision programs, both domestic
and international, including frequent appearanceKlimer language services such as VOA,
RFA and Radio Australia. It is estimated that 85%he country is covered by radio, which is
a very popular medium in both urban and rural anehse television is more restricted to the
towns. The first public hearing of the Pre-Triala@fber, held on 20-21 November 2007,
attracted 256 media representatives and, followingndmark decision by the judges, was
broadcast live on radio and television throughbet country and abroad. A webcast of the
proceedings will appear on a US web site devotedgd=CCC.

To supplement the ever-popular information booksetd posters, during 2007 we
have designed, commissioned and distributed ramitssand a desk calendar for 2008. Plans
are in hand for other materials, funded from theABIRT budget.

Public Affairs staff contributed actively to the kiag of the film “Time for Justice”
produced by Khmer Mekong Films with funding frone fritish Embassy. In one episode the
ECCC Press Officer hosted a family to visit the EC&hd meet a Judge, a Co-Prosecutor and
a representative from the Defence Support Sec#osecond film on the investigation
process is now under way. Public Affairs staff halgs facilitated filming visits to the ECCC
by a number of TV and film crews as well as frorafpssional still photographers.
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C. AcCTION PLAN OF JuDICIAL ACTIVITIESIN 2008

Based on the lessons and experiences learnt fremwthyear operations, the ECCC
judicial offices and Office of Administration laa@bwn the following actions plan in order to
ensure the smooth, effective and timely functiorohthe court in 2008:

1. OFFICE OF CO-PROSECUTORS

1. 1. Further Investigation

The OCP shall continue to undertake its investigatnandate by gathering and
analysing evidence to identify further criminal a@nd their potential perpetrators for
subsequent introductory or supplementary submissidhis work will entail collection of
documentary and testimonial evidence, field ingggtons, legal and factual analyses and the
consequential prosecutorial decisions.

1.2. Case File Monitoring

The OCP shall continue to monitor and participatthe judicial investigation of the
Co-Investigating Judges in the two cases emanéting the Introductory Submission of 18
July 2007. It shall do so by initiating relevanvéstigative requests, submitting legal and
factual analyses and in all other manners to enanreffective and efficient conduct of
judicial investigation to ensure that the best enmitk is gathered and presented before the
court for the determination of the truth.

1.3.  Participation in Judicial Proceedings

The OCP shall also effectively participate in pexdiegs before the various judicial
organs of the ECCC in respect of matters emanétimg the judicial investigation and the
decisions of the Co-Investigating Judges. This walll for legal research in complex and
innovative issues as well as legal drafting ofhilghest standards.

1.4. Trial Preparation

The OCP shall continue to prepare for the presentaf its case at trial in the S-21
Case, expected to commence in first half of 2008| @ the case dealing other crimes
throughout Cambodia that is likely to commencete P008. It shall do so by using advanced
case and document management programs and softegaéand factual analyses and the
most modern means of case presentation practidedeb@her major international criminal
tribunals.

1.5. Capacity Building of Staff

The OCP shall continue to train its staff and ingein latest applicable substantive
and procedural law, advanced legal research aredmasagement software and, in general,
in the prosecutorial best practices accepted aactiped in the major international criminal
tribunals.

1.6. Outreach

The OCP shall actively participate in the outreactivities undertaken by the ECCC
and other organizations consistent with the mandéatmternal Rule 54 that enjoins the
Co-Prosecutors to ensure that the public is dulgrined of the ongoing activities of the
ECCC.

1.7.  Strategic and Administrative Input to ECCC / INAKRT
As an independent office within the ECCC, the OG&lIgegularly advise the other
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organs of the court about strategic, administraaive legal issues impinging on an efficient
and efficacious achievement of the court’s mandate.

2. OFFICE OF CO-INVESTIGATING JUDGES

2.1. Case relating to crimes committed at S-21
The judicial investigation of the alleged crimesihtited to Duch in connection with
the S21 detention centre is expected to be contpthteng the first half of 2008.

2.2.  Intensive Judicial Activities

In addition to the S-21 case, the whole legal tedthe OCIJ will be much devoted
during the year 2008 to the intensive judicial istigation activities on the other four cases
including field investigations, interviews of chajperson and key witnesses. The work
related to procedural and legal administrativegasil be increased significantly.

2.3. Improvement of Case Management System
Investigators, Analyst teams and Data coders wihtioue to work for the
improvement of the case management system andngimesof the internal information flow.

2.4. Expansion of cooperation and Staff training

The OCIJ will continue to expand its cooperatiothvell relevant institution in order
to ensure that its legal support access to the affistency and advance legal research tool
for the such complex crimes. Appropriate traininty e organized to staff in their respective
filed of work.

3. PRE-TRIAL CHAMBER

3.1. Hearings on Provisional Detention and other atter under its jurisdiction

The Pre-Trial Chamber will need to determine ampaghinst provisional detention
orders in the cases of four charged persons irtiaddbd dealing with any other matters that
might arise under its jurisdiction.

3.2.  Improvement of procedures for cases handling

The Pre-Trial Chamber will continue to establisbgadures for handling the types of
application that fall within its jurisdiction anad tensure that all proceedings take place as
expeditiously as possible.

3.3.  Participation in meetings of judicial offices and training

The Pre-Trial Chamber will continue to participatemeetings of judicial officers,
including the Plenary Session. A training sessarttie Pre-Trial Chamber judges and their
legal support staff will be organized in Februa@®p2.

4, TRIAL CHAMBER AND SUPREME COURT CHAMBER

The Trial Chamber judges are expected to takeeoftfiring the mid 2008 and while
Supreme Court Chamber will be operated two monfterveard. A number of specific
judicial training for each Chamber will be orgamdzia advance. The recruitment of legal
support staff of the Chambers will be started irye2008.

5. DEFENCE SUPPORT

The DSS will continue to perform key functions agri2008, with a particular focus
in the following areas:
