Khieu Samphan was born at Commune of Rom
Chek, District of Rom Duol, Srok Rumduol, Svay
Rieng Province to his parents Khieu Long and Ly
Kong.

Khieu Samphan attended Preah Sihanouk College
in Kampong Cham one year behind Saloth Sar.
Khieu Samphan and Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot
organized for a theatre troupe to tour the provinces to
raise money for them to visit the temples of Angkor
Wat.

Khieu Samphan, since 1946, had been actively
associated with the movement of students in
Cambodia for national independence.

Khieu Samphan studied with Ieng Sary and leng
Thirith at the Lycée Sisowath (junior High School) in
Phnom Penh.

Khieu Samphan attended Sisowath senior High
School in Phnom Penh and graduated with a degree
in Mathematics.

Khieu Samphan graduated from the Institute for
Legal, Political and Economic Studies of Phnom
Penh with a “Diploma in Legal Studies.” Between
1951 and 1953, he worked in parallel as a teacher in
a technical junior high school.

Khieu Samphan went to France to study law and
economics. There he joined the Khmer Vietminh
movement with Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot to fight for
Cambodia's independence  against  French
colonialism. Khieu Samphan joined the Marxist

Leninist Circle in 1953, a circle founded and headed
by Ieng Sary since 1951. Other key members were
Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot, Son Sen, Ieng Thirith and
Khieu Ponnary, her sister. The Circle was purely
Cambodian and aimed at sovereignty, independence
and nationalism.

Khieu Samphan attended leng Sary and Ieng
Thirith's wedding in a Paris ballroom. Also attending
were Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot, Khieu Ponnary,
Thiounn Prasith and many others.

Khieu Samphan, after the signature of the Geneva
agreements, led in France “the Cambodian students'
and residents' fighting movement against the US
imperialists and their henchmen in Cambodia.”
Khieu Samphan adhered to the French Communist
Party in 1955 because it encouraged joining forces
against colonialism.

Khieu Samphan became president of the Marxist-
Leninist Circle and President of the Khmer Students'
Association (UEK, Union des Etudiants Khmers)
from January 1957 onwards after Ileng Sary left Paris
to Cambodia with Ieng Thirith. Khieu Samphan and
Ieng Sary maintained contact regarding the
organization even after leng Sary's move back to
Cambodia.
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Khieu Samphan attended the International Students'
Union meeting in Peking, China, and, after returning,
reported to other members of the Marxist-Leninist
Circle about the small-scale industries of the Great
Leap Forward.

Khieu Samphan, after presenting on 13 May 1959
his doctoral thesis in economics at the Sorbonne in
Paris entitled Cambodia's Economy and Industrial
Development, returned to Cambodia between late
May and August 1959.

Khieu Samphan was the chief editor and publisher
of “L'Observateur,” a French language leftist
fortnightly newspaper that he founded. Ieng Thirith
was one of the contributors funding its publication
along with Thiounn Prasith, Bou Phat, Hou Youn or
Hu Nim.

Khieu Samphan was met by a group of 10 moto

drivers then was beaten, stripped naked, and
photographed by them. The attack was apparently
linked to a threat Khieu Samphan received from the
Security Minister, Kou Roun, for his leftist writings
on the newspaper L'Observateur. Khieu Samphan
published the details of the affair on the front page of
L’Observateur issue dated 15 July 1960.

Khieu Samphan was arrested by Norodom
Sihanouk's police on accusations of communist
activity together with other editorial staffs of the so-
called “communist” newspapers and remained some
weeks in prison until 21 September 1960.

Khieu Samphan took a teaching job at Kambuboth
college, a private school run by his friend Hou Youn.

Khieu Samphan, Hou Youn and Hu Nim were
publicly endorsed by Sihanouk as Sangkum Reatsr
Niyum candidates for the National Assembly
Elections in the spring.
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Contrary to Nuon Chea, Khieu Samphan stated that
he became a member of the CPK in 1969 at Mount
Aoral, at the time he was staying at Ta Mok's
headquarters.

Khieu Samphan was named among a group of 34
“known leftists” by Sihanouk who called them
“cowards, hypocrites, saboteurs, subversive agents,
and traitors.” On 7 March Sihanouk called Khieu
Samphan and the rest of those named including
Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot, Ieng Sary, Son Sen, Hu
Nim, and Hou Youn into the Prime Minister's office
where they declared that Sihanouk was the only man
who could lead.

Khieu Samphan was elected for the second time
National Assembly deputy for the period 1966-1970
although Sihanouk campaigned against him. Khieu
Samphan received substantial assistance from the
underground network of the Party and Khieu
Samphan, Hou Youn and Hu Nim began to distance
themselves from Sihanouk.

Khieu Samphan and Hou Youn were threatened on
22 April over the radio by Sihanouk to be brought
before a military tribunal for a “confrontation with
their accusers” that they sparked, facilitated, or held
a connection with the increasing unrest in the
Samlaut rebellion. On 24 April, Khieu Samphan
and Hou Youn were helped out of Phnom Penh via
the CPK's clandestine networks and reached Ang
Tasom district, 50 miles south of Phnom Penh on
National Route 3 in Kampong Speu province, where
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they met with cadres from the South-Western Zone
Party Committee. Khieu Samphan stayed in Cheung
Tong village, Samrong Tong District, Kampong
Speu, where he met and remained under the
protection of Ta Mok. Khieu Samphan and Hou
Youn were widely considered in Phnom Penh to
have been killed by Sihanouk.

Khieu Samphan was brought up to date on the
country's general situation by Ta Mok, moving
amongst different locations in Kampong Speu and
Kampong Chhnang. In late 1968 - early 1969, Khieu
Samphan, Hou Youn, Hu Nim and Vorn Vet lived at
Ta Mok's Mount Aoral headquarters. At that time in
the Southwest Zone, Khieu Samphan was known
under the revolutionary name of “Nan.” Nuon Chea
sometimes went to Ta Mok's headquarters for
meetings and met Khieu Samphan.

Khieu Samphan witnessed a Khmer Rouge attack
on the Kab Kang garrison in the Trapeang Kraloeung
District in the southwest of Kampong Speu province
during the period he stayed with Ta Mok.

Khieu Samphan held a study meeting in the jungle
north of Sre Khlong in the Kompong Speu province
with 300-500 attendees to debate how the movement

should approach Sihanouk. The majority stated that
Sihanouk should not remain King if he were to join
the movement because no distinctions should be
made between Khmer struggling to liberate the
people and territory.

Khieu Samphan was reported to have authored a
declaration together with Hou Youn and Hu Nim
expressing “unqualified support” of the resistance
movement for the declaration issued in Peking by
Sihanouk on 23 March 1970. Khieu Samphan
claimed that Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot wrote that letter
while in Peking.

Khieu Samphan was named as the Minister of
National Defence (in-country) and member of the
FUNK Politburo of the first GRUNK Government
officially announced by Sihanouk. He retained these
positions until April 1976.

Khieu Samphan, as GRUNK member and leader of
the Khmer internal resistance, was officially assigned
the task, by Norodom Sihanouk, of administering the
liberated zones together with Hou Youn and Hu
Nim.

Khieu Samphan was appointed Deputy Premier
concurrently with his existing functions as Minister
of National Defence and member of the FUNK
Political Bureau, according to a communiqué from
the Political Bureau of the FUNK Central Committee
announcing seven GRUNK vice ministers. This
effectively made Khieu Samphan the most senior
official communist figure within the borders of
Cambodia.

Nuon Chea, Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot, and Sao Phim
took part in a Standing Committee meeting during
which, by Khieu Samphan's own admission, Saloth
Sar personally chose Khieu Samphan as liaison to
Sihanouk. Khieu Samphan “was the only one who
could establish relations with the prince” and play
this “important if not indispensable role,” as
“Norodom Sihanouk knew neither Saloth Sar nor Ta
Mok.”

Khieu Samphan claimed to have met Nuon Chea
and Saloth Sar alias Pol Pot for the first time in
September 1970 at the new Party headquarters
located along the Chinit River on the border of
Kampong Cham and Kampong Thom provinces after
Khieu Samphan left Phnom Aoral together with
Hou Youn, Hu Nim, and Ta Mok. The Party offices
in this area included a smaller base named K-1

located in Dang Kdar commune, Stung Trang
district, Kampong Cham (on the southeast side of the
Steung Chinit) and a larger base named S-71 located
about five miles away near Trapeang Thum village,
Boeng Lvea commune, Santuk district, Kampong
Thom (on the northwest side of the Steung Chinit).

Khieu Samphan permanently stayed (lived and
worked) with the Khmer Rouge leaders Saloth Sar
alias Pol Pot and Nuon Chea from 1970 to 1975 and
further until the late 1990s. Nuon Chea, Khieu
Samphan and Pol Pot, regularly participated in
meetings with other Party leaders at K-1, S-71, B-20
and B-30 near the Chinit River during the period
comprised between September 1970 and 1973. Nuon
Chea, Khieu Samphan and Pol Pot also went
together on “work tours” to inspect the transportation
of rice and supplies.

Khieu Samphan proposed himself the nomination
of seven GRUNK vice ministers among
“personalities fighting on the national territory,”
including Ieng Thirith, Vorn Vet (Sor Thuok), Chou
Chet, Koy Thuon and Tiv Ol. Their nomination was
made public in an official communiqué issued on 17
September 1970.

Leadership of the Army, were publicly announced in
a communiqué issued by Norodom Sihanouk
reporting the High Command of CPNLAF. Khieu
Samphan remained Chairman and Commander-in-
Chief of the CPNLAF.

Khieu Samphan, Ieng Sary and the FUNK
delegation left Mauritania for a three-day official
visit to Cameroon (Yaoundé).

Khieu Samphan, Ieng Sary and the FUNK
delegation left Cameroon for an official visit to
Egypt and Syria. They returned to People's Republic
of China after visiting Syria.

Khieu Samphan, Ieng Sary and Ieng Thirith,
accompanied by intellectuals (including Suong
Sikoeun) left Peking, China, to Hanoi, Vietnam in a
special Chinese aircraft. Prior to their departure, they
had been received once again by Chairman Mao Tse-
toung, in the presence of Norodom Sihanouk, and
had conversations with Zhou En-lai.

Central Committee meeting in the North Zone, at
Meak village, Prek Kok commune, Stung Trang
district, eight miles south of the former location of
K-1 in Dang Kdar. The Central Committee resolved
to “mount the decisive offensive to liberate Phnom
Penh and the entire country” and made unanimously
the decision to evacuate Phnom Penh and other cities
to rural areas.

At the same meeting, the Central Committee decided
to hold off on the use of currency as it was such a
“very powerful weapon” for the enemy used by
“gpies” to “buy our cadres or soldiers.” The Central
Committee, discussing the “destructive activities by
the traitors who infiltrated in the party [or] in the
cooperatives,” decided to purge CPK cadres
including Central Committee member Prasith and his
associates in Koh Kong.

specifically stated that the GRUNK Ministers were
not in exile but lived in Cambodia except for the
Minister of Foreign Affairs.

Khieu Samphan was confirmed by Sihanouk's
Decree 101 as Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of
National Defense and Commander in Chief of
CPNLAF. GRUNK Chief of State Norodom
Sihanouk issued the decree No. 100 relieving nine
GRUNK ministers of their ministerial functions and
the decree No. 101 appointing seven new ministers.

Khieu Samphan, Hu Nim, Hou Youn and other
ministers welcomed, hosted, and held talks with a
NFLSV-PRGRSV  delegation led by South-
Vietnamese Vice Chairman Huynh Tan Phat and
Defence Minister Tran Nam Trung in the liberated
zone near the Cambodia-Vietnam border.

Khieu Samphan broadcast a message to cadres
fighting on the Mekong and Route 1 fronts. Khieu
Samphan congratulated “all our cadres and
combatants who achieved these brilliant feats of
cutting the most important vital artery of the enemy
and plunging him into the death throes from which
he is on the verge of collapse.” Khieu Samphan also
stated that NLAF had “annihilated close to 20
battalions of enemy troops and liberated tens of
thousands of our people from the demonic claws of
the traitor Lon Nol and his clique.” Khieu Samphan
further called for combatants “to attack the enemy
with greater vigour and to sweep him completely out
of the lower part of the Mekong”

Khieu Samphan, broadcast a message “addressed to
monks, compatriots and foreign residents in Phnom
Penh and other enemy-held provincial capitals,”
calling for ransacking the enemy's rice depots,
struggling to overthrow the traitors Lon Nol, Sirik
Matak, Son Ngoc Thanh, In Tam, Cheng Heng, Long
Boret & Sosthene Fernandez, or alternatively
crossing over to the liberated zones.

Khieu Samphan addressed an assembly meeting to
create the Cambodia-Vietnam  Friendship
Association committee to which Khieu Samphan
was nominated as chairman.

Khieu Samphan chaired the second session of the
FUNK national congress which gathered all
members of the GRUNK and 273 representatives of

Fernandez). The Congress also called on the people
of Phnom Penh and provincial capitals “to rise in
unity and struggle in all forms to overthrow the
traitors. The Congress calls on them to strike at the
enemy from the inside.” Khieu Samphan signed the
communiqué issued.

Khieu Samphan made a further radio appeal to the
monks, national and foreigner population of Phnom
Penh and provincial capitals to “intensify struggle
against the traitors” and attacking them from the
inside, as he described the enemy's agony and
collapse. Khieu Samphan stated that “the traitors
are well aware that their fate has come to its end”
and called to “put an end to [the Lon Nol clique's]
existence.”

Khieu Samphan broadcast a congratulatory message
addressed to the revolutionary leaders, cadres and
combatants regarding the fall of the enemy naval
base at Neak Luong to Khmer Rouge forces and the
control of the Mekong river, blocking the enemy
transportation routes.

Khieu Samphan presided over a meeting attended
by GRUNK ministers celebrating the 5th anniversary
of the NUFC (FUNK) and RGNUC (GRUNK).
Khicu Samphan delivered a speech at the
celebration, appealing to “continue to launch
vigorous offensives against the enemy by upholding
the spirit of responsibility and revolutionary
vigilance against all enemy schemes.”

Khieu Samphan chaired a GRUNK cabinet meeting

Khiecu Samphan delivered a radio message
concerning the current state of the conflict with the
Khmer Republic, describing that most of the seven
traitors have “cowardly” fled the country and calling
the Khmer Republic militaries and public servants to
lay down their weapons, join the FUNK and stop
working for the seven traitors.

Khieu Samphan delivered another congratulatory
radio message to the revolutionary forces regarding
the complete fall of Neak Luong and Banam, Lower
Mekong and rejected any “scheme of negotiation.”

Nuon Chea was also aware of the events that
followed the fall of Banam as he stated: “We took
everyone in Banam Town, expelling the ethnic

GRUNK's members. The Congress decided to keep
the GRUNK and FUNK structures and positions
unchanged. Khieu Samphan also underlined that no

foreign military bases would be tolerated in

Khieu Samphan was part of a Constitutional
Committee set up by the Special National Congress
to prepare a new draft constitution to be presented at
the third National Congress. During the process of
elaboration, Khieu Samphan reported that the
Committee held successive meetings and consulted
with the GRUNK Council of Ministers and the mass
organizations. Khieu Samphan also reported that
the Committee redrafted the Constitution four times
before submitting it for approval.

the Party Centre control, including Division 801
(formerly Brigade 14). Nuon Chea co-chaired the
conference which was attended by all DK military
commanders from the Centre and the Zones. Nuon
Chea and Khieu Samphan spoke at the meeting.
The meeting discussed the role of the military and
people in April 17 victory, the role of the military in
rice production and the situation of internal and
external enemies.

Khieu Samphan sent a message of greetings to
Norodom Sihanouk who released it publicly in North
Korea. It was reported that Khieu Samphan had sent
earlier in July an invitation to Norodom Sihanouk,
his wife and Penn Nouth to return to Cambodia.

Khieu Samphan stated that during the regime the
Standing Committee meetings mostly took place at
K-1, Pol Pot's main residence, however sometimes at
K-3, as well.

Khieu Samphan also stated that he had learned
about the arrest of Hu Nim and Hou Youn only after
1979.

Khicu Samphan held an interview with the
Cambodian Information Agency (A.K.I.) which was
broadcast on Radio Phnom Penh and then later
summarised by Vietnham News Agency in Hanoi.
Khieu Samphan insisted on the fact that “several
million townspeople had been [...] pitiless[ly] starved
by the enemy for so many years” at the time they
liberated them. Khieu Samphan stated that three
months later they already had enough food for the
population, both for “previously” and ‘“newly
liberated people.”

Khieu Samphan, as Deputy Premier, led a
Cambodian delegation to People's Republic of China
and was received like a Head of State. Khieu
Samphan, Ieng Sary and Ieng Thirith held meetings
with Chinese Premier Zhou En-lai and Vice Premier
Teng Hsiao-ping in Beijing and visited the port of
Luta in northeastern China. Khieu Samphan and
Teng Hsiao-ping signed an economic and technical
co-operation agreement. Khieu Samphan
announced that China had agreed to provide free and
unconditional aid to Cambodia new regime to face
the difficulties it encountered. In a speech, Khieu
Samphan said that “the whole country had become
'a big construction site'.” The delegation left Peking
to North Korea on 19 August.

Khieu Samphan and leng Sary allegedly talked
ailing Penn Nouth out of resigning his position in the
FUNK during their visit to Peking in August 1975.

Khieu Samphan, Penn Nouth and Ieng Thirith
arrived in North Korea and held talks with President
Kim II-Song and ministers. Khieu Samphan had a
meeting with Norodom Sihanouk and they agreed in
principle for a date of Norodom Sihanouk's return to
Cambodia. Khieu Samphan told Norodom
Sihanouk: “Now we are ready to welcome you very
warmly. Now we have fulfilled all the conditions to
be 100 percent Communist. We can surpass even our
Chinese brothers. With one giant leap forward we
can reach the goal of communism and not go through
stages of socialism.” The Cambodian and North
Korean officials signed a common communiqué on
22 August. Several points of the DK draft
Constitution were discussed between Khieu
Samphan and Norodom Sihanouk. The delegation
departed North Korea for People's Republic of China
with Norodom Sihanouk on 23 August 1975. Khieu
Samphan confirmed to Norodom Sihanouk that the
entire population of Phnom Penh had been driven out
towards the interior of the country.

Khieu Samphan, Ieng Thirith and Penn Nouth
accompanied Norodom Sihanouk by train from
Pyongyang to Peking. In Peking, Khieu Samphan,
Norodom Sihanouk, his wife and Ieng Thirith visited
Mao Tse-toung who was hospitalized. Mao told
Khieu Samphan and Ieng Thirith not to send
Norodom Sihanouk to a cooperative while Zhou En-

lai warned against implementing communism too
quickly and not to follow their example of Great
Leap Forward. They also met with Deputy Prime
Minister Teng Hsiao-ping. They left for Hanoi on 30
August.

Khieu Samphan and Norodom Sihanouk both
travelled to North Vietnam to attend the 30th
anniversary celebrations of the commencement of the
independence movement. Chanda Nayan reported
that “Khieu Samphan refused an invitation for
dinner with Vietnamese and Lao representatives” as
a way of refusing to integrate any Indochina
Federation.

Khieu Samphan, Norodom Sihanouk and other
leaders visited the first state-owned textile factory at
Pochentong,

Khieu Samphan and Koy Thuon drafted a notional
price scale for bartering in Democratic Kampuchea.

Khieu Samphan lectured to hundreds of returning
intellectuals and students and their families at the
Khmero-Soviet Technical Institute. During these
sessions Khieu Samphan explained that the
evacuation of cities was necessary as a means of
destroying private property, that everything they
owned or that belonged to them was the remnants of
colonialist and imperialist teachings and should be
destroyed (including “your parents, your family,
[and] your wife”). Khieu Samphan also stressed
that the contents of the meeting should be kept secret
from *“the masses.”

Khieu Samphan, Deputy Prime Minister of the
GRUNK and Commander-in-Chief of the CPNLAF,
held a meeting at the Prime Minister's Office with
the visiting Vietnamese ambassador.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea, leng Sary, and other
leaders were assigned responsibilities within the
Party by the CPK Standing Committee. Nuon Chea
was made responsible for Party Affairs, Social
Action, Culture, Propaganda, and Education.
According to Kaing Guek Eav alias Duch, the “Party
affairs” included annual training sessions, the
recruitment, appointment and promotion of new
members of cadres and the exclusion or smashing of
others.

Samphan characterized the DK achievements over
the past three years as “splendid at all levels,”
discussed victories over Vietnamese forces, called
for implementing the Party's lines in order defend
DK against both internal and external enemies and
for raising high the sense of revolutionary vigilance,
called for the extermination and expulsion of all
enemies from Cambodian territory (Vietnamese, CIA
agents and enemies of all stripes), called for more
“revolutionary patriotism” above individual or
family interests; Khieu Samphan stated that the
agricultural plan had been fully implemented and
that for 1978 the rice production plan increased to
3.5 tons per hectare; he emphasized that at the
beginning of April, the government launched an
information and struggle against enemy agents
campaign which became a full-fledged mass
education program on the “clear distinction that must
be drawn between patriotism and treachery,
revolution and counterrevolution,” the campaign
being directed towards the Vietnamese and the
traitors within the revolutionary ranks.

Nuon Chea threatened Kaing Guek Eav alias Duch
to “send [him] as a diplomat” when approached
regarding Youk Chuong's implication of Khieu
Samphan as a traitor in Chuong's S-21 confession.
Kaing Guek Eav alias Duch explained that “being
sent as a diplomat” was understood to mean eventual
detention at S-21 and subsequent purge.

in Pursat and or Battambang.

Khieu Samphan and Pol Pot were mentioned to
have remained in Cambodia in the wake of the
Vietnamese invasion, according to the Thai Prime
Minister, while Ieng Sary had crossed the border into
Thailand.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea and Pol Pot attended a
Central Committee “work conference” to discuss
strategies regarding the Vietnamese invasion.
According to Khieu Samphan, this was an
expanded Standing Committee meeting held in
March 1979 during which the resignation by Pol Pot
was refused by the participants.

Khieu Samphan, Ieng Sary and Ieng Thirith were
reported to have been persuaded by Mr. Rajaratnam,
the Singaporean foreign minister, into forming a
coalition with other nationalist groups in order to
oppose the Vietnamese invasion. The meeting was
held in Thailand near Bangkok. The three leaders
wanted the ASEAN supporting the reinstallation of
their Khmer Rouge regime, which was refused by
Rajaratnam, although he opposed the Vietnamese
invasion. The coalition suggested by Singapore
would consist of former Khmer Rouge, royalists and
those loyal to Son Sann.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea and Pol Pot while in
Tasahn were warned by Ieng Sary that the
Vietnamese were approaching. The three men
continued to move south abandoning parts of the
Central Committee archives, vehicles, weapons, rice,
and 3,000 tons of ammunition.

Khieu Samphan was reported to continue waging
guerilla warfare against the new Vietnamese backed
administration and accused Vietnam of wanting to
spread the war to Thailand and other countries in
Southeast Asia. His statement was broadcast over the
Khmer Rouge radio station, believed to be
transmitting from southern China.

Khieu Samphan, as President of the Presidium of
the State of DK and Chief of Delegation, and Ieng
Thirith traveled to Havana, Cuba via Beograd,
Yugoslavia and Vienna, Austria on 25 August 1979
to participate in the 6th Non-Aligned countries
Summit Conference from 1 to 7 September 1979. On
3 September 1979, Khieu Samphan issued a
statement about the unilateral decision of the
Chairman of Summit Conference to leave the DK
seat vacant. Khieu Samphan held talks with
members of foreign delegations on 1, 2 and 4
September 1979: Milos Minic of Yugoslavia, Adam
Malik of Indonesia and Ri Djong Ok of the the
DPRK.

Khieu Samphan announced the creation of the
Patriotic Democratic Front of Grand National Union
of Kampuchea (FGUNDPK).

Khieu Samphan presided over a Congress gathering
the Standing Committee of the PRA, the DK
Government and representatives of the DK Army
with a total of 167 participants. The Congress, in an
effort to widen loyalists' political support against the
Vietnamese, unanimously decided to nominate Nuon
Chea as Chairman of the Standing Committee of the
Peoples' Representative Assembly, Khieu Samphan

as Prime Minister in the Government of DK

Khieu Samphan and Ieng Sary
“denied there had been a systematic policy of mass
murders [under their regime] but the Prime Minister
added, “Of course in carrying out any policy there is
right and wrong.”

Khieu Samphan led a “conference” chaired by
Nuon Chea for DK cadres that decided to send a
delegation led by, Prime Minister, to negotiate with
Norodom Sihanouk in Pyongyang, North Korea, on a
common political program in an anti-Vietnamese
united front.

united anti-Vietnamese front. According to
Sihanouk, the negotiations failed because of Khieu
Samphan's refusal to accept the conditions that all
Cambodian forces be disarmed once the Vietnamese
withdraw and that United Nations sponsored
elections be held, which would have led to the
demise of the Khmer Rouge leadership. Khieu
Samphan stated that Sihanouk's family members
who were allegedly killed during the DK regime had
been murdered by the Vietnamese.

Khieu Samphan and Nuon Chea hosted another
“conference” for DK cadres to hear the report of
Khiecu Samphan on the negotiations held in
Pyongyang with Norodom  Sihanouk. The
communiqué issued by Nuon Chea as Chairman of
the conference stated: “The war of racial
extermination carried out by the Hanoi authorities
has already brought death to more than 2,500,000
human lives of our people.”

Khieu Samphan, Son Sann and Prince Norodom
Sihanouk, leaders of three anti-Vietnamese
Cambodian factions held discussions in Singapore
then signed a joint statement pledging their groups to
strive for a coalition against the Vietnamese
occupation. The declaration was limited to
expressing the desirability of a joint government and
the details for achieving this were to be worked out
by a Committee.

Khieu Samphan and Nuon Chea issued a call to all
Khmer for unity against the “Vietnamese aggressors”
and to study ways to increase the size of the armed
forces to fight the Vietnamese.
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Khieu Samphan, Norodom Sihanouk and Son Sann,
representing the three factions, signed an agreement
setting up a coalition government according to which
Norodom Sihanouk will be President, Khieu
Samphan will be Vice-President in charge of foreign
affairs, and Son Sann will be Prime Minister. Khmer
Rouge leader Khieu Samphan was reported to have
a force of 30,000 (the largest resistance group).

Khieu Samphan as Vice President of DK in charge
of Foreign Affairs and Ieng Thirith as Secretary-
General of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs travelled
to New York and took part in the 37th Session of the
UN General Assembly.

Khieu Samphan, as Vice President of DK in charge
of Foreign Affairs and alternate chairman of the DK
Delegation, was listed among the participants of the
39th Session of the UN General Assembly in New
York.

Khieu Samphan, Norodom Sihanouk and Son Sann
met with several ASEAN (Thailand, Malaysia,
Singapore, Indonesia, the Philippines and Brunei)
Foreign Ministers in Bangkok.

Khieu Samphan, Vice-President in charge of
Foreign Affairs, left on 25th April to visit Egypt,
Kenya, Rwanda, Burundi, Burkina Faso, Ghana,
Guinea and Liberia, according to The Voice of the
National Army of Democratic Kampuchea.

Nuon Chea and Ieng Sary were reported to act as
liaisons for the three Khmer Rouge leaders vying for
control of the leadership of the 30,000 soldiers and
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60,000 civilian supporters along the Thai-Cambodian
border. The three leaders were Khieu Samphan, Pol
Pot, and Ta Mok, each with different territories
under their respective control. Khieu Samphan in
the central border region, Pol Pot in the south-west
along the Cardamom Mountains, and Ta Mok in the
north as far east as Kampong Cham.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea and Son Sen were
reported to have fled the advancing of the
governmental troops near Pailin to escape to
mountain-top bunkers. Nuon Chea was reported to
have moved from the south of Pailin into Pursat
Province and Khieu Samphan and Son Sen to have
moved from sites near Pailin in Battambang Province
to Phnom Malai Peak in Banteay Meanchey
Province.

Nuon Chea reportedly kept Pol Pot in custody in
Anlong Veng after a power struggle over leadership
of the Khmer Rouge ensued. Khieu Samphan and
Ta Mok, also members with Nuon Chea of the
“National Union Party” replacing the CPK, were
present for the first press interview by Pol Pot since
1978. Nuon Chea declared that they had captured
Pol Pot “to stop the killing. Pol Pot is finished,
finished for life” but that they had to be “moral” with
their prisoner and that they should “protect him from
being taken” away.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea, Pol Pot and Ta Mok
reportedly lost leadership and command over a series
of Khmer Rouge military divisions based in Anlong
Veng, comprising 1,545 cadres and combatants, and
also lost control over 4,109 civilians or 762 families,
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who had now rejoined the Royal Government. Nuon
Chea, Khieu Samphan, Pol Pot and Ta Mok
referred to as hard-line leaders, were also reported to
have escaped into Thai territory after breakaway
Khmer Rouge forces attacked Anlong Veng on 26
March, a fact that Khieu Samphan and Ta Mok
denied on 31 March 1998.

Khieu Samphan, Nuon Chea, Pol Pot and Ta Mok
were reportedly holding out on high ground at Kbal
Ansoang close to the Thai border after fleeing
positions near the long-time Khmer Rouge
stronghold of Anlong Veng, 15 km away.

Nuon Chea and Khieu Samphan defected to the
royal government after breaking with Ta Mok, in
letters addressed to Prime Minister Hun Sen in which
they requested to be allowed to live as simple
citizens.

Nuon Chea and Khieu Samphan declared in a press
conference being “very sorry” for the Khmer Rouge
terror although refusing to accept personal
responsibility. Khieu Samphan added: “Let bygones
be bygones” while Nuon Chea said: “Sorry as well
for the lives of animals endangered during the war.”

Nuon Chea and Khieu Samphan flew back to
Pailin from Phnom Penh, after visiting the country
with their family, following their surrender on 25
December 1998.

Khieu Samphan was arrested in Phnom Penh
pursuant to the arrest warrant issued by the ECCC
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
