— Laying it out for the world to see: How much our people have sacrificed. Perhaps
hourly. The national anthem hourly. Aside from this, heroic music.

The 16™: Victory Day: Give thanks for the Great Victory: Describe the
heroism of the Army, the soldiers both male and female: Describe the important
battlefields.

The 17" A day of inciting resolution to build and defend the country in a
great miraculous leap.

The bases must be done in this way. Let the people rest for three days for
political reeducation.

10. Studying making gunpowder ﬁ:l’ji

Select youth to study overseas — choosing by political, ideological, and
organizational characteristics

After the elections, must set up the Assembly, the Presidium of State, and the
government.

The true nature of our state organizations at this time is different from before.
Previously, the true nature was a Front. Not now. They are the state organizations totally
of our Party. Must have all state organizations have true representative characteristics
with sufficient influence both in the Party and in the country, and outside the country.
This is a political offensive as well.
