Respectfully report to the Party, as of the end of November 77, as follows:

1. Prisoners. During November 77, 75 persons entered.

Total 184 persons
Purged 92 persons
Died of illness 6 persons
Angkar removed to Sector 1 person, a Lieutenant Colonel

Total remaining now 85 persons.

2. Economic expenditures. Including inside the entire office, expended 860 cans of
paddy rice, 34 gasoline cans full. Expended 80 cans of salt.

Rice issued to Samrong 7933049 Subdistrict - 95 bags.

Manioc issued to Toteung Thngai @ 5%3‘{@ Village - 1 and one-half bags
Support to 106 - 2 bags of seed rice and two horse carts of manioc plants.
3. Food production:  Planted 7 cabbage plots
Planted two garlic plots
Planted 200 tobacco plants
Tomatoes 270
Assorted vegetables, melons, 4 hills

Transplanted Kramuon Sa rice seedlings, 5 bundles
Planted one hill of green beans.

This one confessed that his activities in Ta Phlem MiJ8 Subdistrict were: stealing

coconuts one time; cutting and stealing sugar cane to eat two times, stealing and cooking
potatoes one time. The subdistrict militia arrested him and brought him in and put in the
reeducation site. He used the pretext of feigning to be sick until one day when he secretly
tried to break the door lock. His intent after breaking the lock was to run back to 109 and
then to go to Vietnam right away. The next day when the militia let him out to work, he
saw a good opportunity and ran off. When he got to the border at Ang T4 Saom, the
militia arrested him. This is all that was in the responses.
