Pursuant to Article 31 of the Cambodian Constitution, Article 35 new of the Establishment Law,
Article 12(1) of the Agreement, Internal Rule 81(1), and Articles 14(1) and 14(3)(d) of the
International Covenant for Civil and Political Rights (“ICCPR”), [, IENG Sary, have the right to
be tried in my presence. [ understand that pursuant to Rules 81(4) and (5), I may waive my
presence at trial and other ECCC hearings. I hereby certify:

1. I am currently represented by counsel;

2. Ihave been informed of and understand the charges that are pending against me;
3. T have been informed of the place and approximate date of my trial;

4. I am aware of my right to be present at trial and all other ECCC hearings; and

5. I am aware that my presence at trial is required, except as provided by Rule 81.

With full knowledge of the proceedings pending against me and my rights as stated above, I
formally give notice to the Trial Chamber that I DO NOT waive my presence during the
proceedings when Philip Short testifies as a Trial Chamber designated “expert” witness in Case
002/01. Furthermore, I DO NOT waive any of my fundamental fair trial rights, including the
following minimum guarantees: my rights to be defended by counsel; to have adequate time and
facilities for the preparation of a defence; to examine, or have examined, the witnesses against
me and to obtain the attendance of witnesses on my behalf; or any other rights protected by the
Cambodian Constitution, the Establishment Law, the Agreement, and the ICCPR.
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
