Result: Up to now, a large number of the traitors have been purged and smashed. The
situation has returned to calmness and normalcy.

About the result of dry-season rice harvesting:

The situation of offensive activity in growing the floating rice this year is relatively
more enthusiastic than last year. All sectors, offices, and the military have begun
growing it.

However, the actual rice yield obtained is 50% of rice production. The major reason is
that rats have destroyed the rice. At some places, between 60 and 70 percent of rice
has been destroyed. Members of cooperatives, production units, and mobile work
units have made enormous effort to smash them. However, the small ones with the
size of our thumb which hid themselves in holes under the ground ate fields of rice.
Only within one night, all rice is gone.

Besides, regarding this floating rice the zone in general could not achieve the
production of 3 tons per hectare. Mostly, the production between 1 ton and 2 tons was

achieved.

Up until now, rice harvest is nearly complete. The preliminary figure of the harvest is:

Sector 31: 200 000 Thang (or bushels)
Sector 32: 911 20 Thang(or bushels)
Total: 291 120 Thdang (or bushels)
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Now, the base cooperative people are harvesting and start subsequently transplanting
and sowing rice in the second round. Because rainy season has come, rice

transplanted this time is very good.
